W'HEBEAS it is expedient that full inquiry ehould B¢ inade, under Presmble.
Legislative anthority, into the affairs of the Institution known as

the St. Roch’s Savings Bank, Quebee, and the causes which led to the

failure of the said Institution and its inability to meet the just claims of

30 on being satisfied by affidavit or otherwise that such person has so
refused or uneglected, shall issue an order commanding the party so
refusing or neglecting to attend before the said commissioners at a time
and place therein named, for~thepurpose mentioned in the prior
summons of the Commissioners; and such order shall be held to be an
35 order of the Court; and if any such party refuse or neglect to obey
such order, he shall be held fo have committed a contempt of the said
