3. And be it further enacted by the authoriq
aforesaid, That the Clerk of the Peace of each and
every District, shall annually, on or before the fifteenth
day of July, deliver or cause to be delivered to, the
Sheriff of the District, a list of such men threughout
the District as shall be asgessed on the several assess-
nren roils, fer the sum of two Furdred ponnds and
upwards, for which services the, said. Cerkw of .the
Peace respectirely shall be entiled te veceive the sum
of f&eshihiusg by atorder fram the Justices in Quar'-
ter Sesaions assembled, upon; the District Treasurer.

4. And be it furtker enacted by the autkority
afiresaid, Tha it shall and iiy be lawful forhis said
Majesty, his heirs and suecessorsas& aforesaid, or for
any prosecutor or defendant in any such indictment or
infasmation, or for any plaintiff or plaintiffs,,defendant
or defenidanté, in any aétion, suit or cause, now pend-
ing or hereafter to be brought and carwied on in the
said Court of King's Bench, for the purpose of hav-
ing and obtaining a Special Jury for the trial of such
indietment, information, action,sait or cause, by thema'
seles or their attornies respectively, to serve or cause
