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Searching of res rooms illegal?

DENVER (CPS-CUP) - Even
though a Michigan court ruled
last year that dorm rooms are
constitutionally protected
against arbitrary searches by
university  security  officers,
most American students who
live in dorms are still subject to
searches by college officials
armed with internal search
warrants.

The legality of these univer-
sity - issued search warrants
has not been tested in the
courts, but many schools are
beginning to scrutinize more
carefully their own search and
seizure policies in light of the
Michigan ruling which gave
rooms the same Fourth Amend-
ment protections as an adult’s
“home. dwellina or lodaina.”
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The Michigan case involved
the entry and search of the dorm
rooms of two students at Grand
Valley State Colleges. The
searches were conducted
without warrants and no con-
sent had been given. During the
searches, marijuana was found
in the students’ rooms and the
university judiciary  council
suspended the two forone term.

Current search and seizure
policy at most universities gives
security officers or housing
officials the right to enter a
student’s room without notice if
there is “reasonable cause” or
“just cause” to be suspicious
that the room is beingused for
the purpose of violating univer-
sity rules.
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In some cases. search warr-
ants are 1ssued If another stu-
dent, faculty member or staff
member suspects that stolen
property is in a student’s dorm
room. At Legi;h University in

Pennsylvania. the person with
the complaint must obtain a
“dean’s warrant” which gives
them the right to enter and
search a student's room and
seize the stolen property if they
find it.

The Delaware attorney
general’'s office has begun an
investigation into the search
and seizure policies at the

" University of Delaware where
dean’s warrants are available
when someone has “reasonable
cause” to believe University
rules have been broken. At-
torney General Richard Wier

saild he thinks the dean's
warrant 1s a “b'anket warrant
(which) may not comport with
the Fourth Amendment.”
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Demonstration
