ther, we arc revenged. My father’s
murderer is no more.’’

Williaim Kirby, the Canadian novel-
ist and poet, who died recently, has
probably woven the moet successful
and likely tale 'imto the vague,
strange legend. He published  four
voluines of prose, the most note-
worthy being “The Golden Dog: A
Legend of Quebec.’” The book first
saw daylight in 1877 and has since
gone through mamy editions in Ca-
nada and the United States.
