No spot is too plague-
stricken and no disease too deadly foi
them. With a Christ-like devotion to
the cause of humanity they go where
they can do the most good, never com
plaining and never murmuring. In
their devotion to the cause of humanity
they display that true Christian spirit
which takes no account of the religious
preference of the one who needs their
administration, the Gentile, the Jeow
and the Catholicappealing alike to them,
They sce only the sulfering and needy
human being, and, following in the foot-
steps of the illustrious Master, they are
ever ready to perform their kind offices.
They arc well termed Sisters of Charity,
for their charity is as broad and as
deep as the ocean. The world is better
and brighter for this noble order of
Sisters of Charity, and those who are
not inspired by the noble lives these
women lead are indeed as clods of clay
unable to appreciate those finer
qualities of the human heart which
call for such a mnoble seif sacrifice.
What the good Sisters of Charity are
doing in New Orleans has been done
all over the world by this noble order
and has won for it the admiration of
the world. They are richly entitled to
the blessing of the Pope, and the love
and admiration of all, regardless of
religious dexomination.”

In connection with the above it will
be interesting to read the tribute
which Mr. Henry Labouchere, the
eminent English journalist, recently
paid to another order of Catholic nuns.
In answer to a lady whom Mr.
Labouchere advised to send a donation
to the Nazareth Sisters, and who had
remarked, *They are Romanists, and
they publish no balance theets,”” Mr.
Labouchere replied: **This is one of
those ¢ xcoptions which prove the rule.
It seems to me that these good Sisters
give a suflicient account to their
stewardship in their works. There is
no question here of snug managers and
officials living with large families in
comfortable houses on the charity
they dispense ; no question of heavy
commissions to collectors or other
management expenses absorbing a huge
percentage of the funds collected.
The Sisters themselves live in the
most meagre fashion, little better fed
or clothed than the poor for whom
they work. What they receive they
give without taking toll for it."”

Mr. Laboushere, continuing his re
marks, writes:

“In the case of the Sisters of
Nazareth they not only give, but they
work like slaves among the poor.
They burse them in sickness, they
wash and dress the children, they go
down on their knees and scrub floors,

“They go round with their vansand
collect the broken meat—the crumbs
that fall from the rich man’s table— at
hotels and restaurants and any big
house that will supply them, the
House of Parliament among the rest.
They sort it and dish it up with their
own hands, and feed with it the sick
and the hungry. I do not think that
any one who sees these Sisters at work
and knows how they live, rememboaring
too that they are subject to visitation
and inspection from the heads ot their
own Church, will want to see any
account. Formy own part,when J see any
Protestant or ary other denominational
agency at work on the same lines, |
will cheerfully grint it a dispensation
from the chartered accountant. As to
the Sisters being Romanists, I feel dis
posed to tell my lady friend, in the
words of the Apostle, that though she
bestowed all her goods to feed the poor
she had no charity.”’—Sacred Heart
Review.

In this season of uncertain wealther the pas
tor and congregation of 8t, Joseph's Church,
King«bridge, have good reason 10 congraluinte
themeelves on the day selected for the opening
of their new church, SBunday, Oct, 15, for the
weather certalnly was most favorable, all w
itg prople 1o atiend from great distanccs
Aoded tothis, the pastor, Father McCormack,
and the committee who aesisted him kad

spared no eflorts to mak: the arrangements for |

the ceremony #s complete as possible, and it
may well be imagined the occagion was one
that will be a red letter day {n the history of
the congregation. There must have been fully
three thousand people present, srd the lm
pressive cercmor y was mogb intently observed
by old and young untii the flaal benediction,
His Lordship Bishop McEvay, of London. was
accompanicd by Faiher McKeon, of St, Mary s
church, that eity, and thes following clergy
from this and adjoining neighborhonas:

imu eree congregation standing on all sides
The exterior of the new church was bieased by
the Bishop, the proceseion makiog (ne circud
of the laigs building, chanting the prescrib:d
prayers The doors were then opened and th

Litany of the Saints chanted as the interior of
the church was bleased, The people ware then
admivted, and the pealing oflthe cld bell an
nounced the cpining of w edifice.
Grand High Mues 1 by Father
Boubat, nssisted by McKson and
Hussey Father O'Neil preached the sermon
of the day. baging his remarks on the several
well known texts which are quoted to estab
lish the divine commission of S Jater as the
hesd of ths Church. The reverend gentleman
possesses a voice which could easily be heard
in all parig of the Chureh, and a grace and
gimplicity of manner which agreeably im
presses his hearers.  He is coriainly another ot
the Ashficld boys who will bring honor to the
pricsthood

Av 430 p. m. the church was egain fllled,
when His Lordship the Bishop administered
the sacrament ¢f conflrmation to the large
class of boys and girls, and addressed them
very appropriately on dengers and temptations
which they should guard against in their
youthful lives, In reminding them of theair
pledge of totsl abs'inence till they weretwenty
one years of age, the Bishop covdemned
drunkenneegs and what he foreibly called the
silly habiv of treating which so largely con
duces to it, in vigorous and homely lnnguage
which could not but be approved by all pres
ent. While the collection was beiy aken up
the children, under the leadership of their
teachers, Misses O Donnell and O'Leary, sang
two beantiful hymns and then the impressive
service was brought to a close in the usual
manner

The new church is bullt of Milton pressed
brick, with cut freestone trimmings, 118 55
X 130 teet, with vestry 28 x 10 in pure othie
atyle, the tower and spire rising to a height of
175 feet, The interior has a truesed roof, the
principals showing downwards, and the walls
are of grey finish, the appearance giving an
impression of slmplicity and strength. The
windows of s'ained glass are from 5. Grorge,
of London, very beautiful in design and color
ings, and protected on the outside with double
diamond glass frames. The rocf is covered
with slate  The large basem nt, In which are
three furnaces to heat the chuarch, i3 of ccment
footing, the walls being, ot course, stone. The
furnaces are from the Wingham foundry and
the seating (which i3 not yet supp
seats from the old chureh boing used) wiil
probably be from a Berlin firm. When com.
plated the chureh will seat probably sevan
hundred, the large gallery being reserved for
the choir

It has cost the good pastor and his people
great sacrificcs in time, energy and money,
and tor their zal and faithfulness they are
desorving of praise, The parish ia a large one,
entailing a great amount of work on its de
voted pastor, but the very successful culmina
tion of their ctfor's must bring a satisfaction
