HOW TO STOP A RUNAWAY
I1ORSE.

Rarey's directions were as
tollows: First to know that the har-
ness is all right, and that the bit and
lines are ot proper strength, never
to drive with a slack rein, and always
to keep the teet untrammeled, ready
for any emergency ; second, as soon
as you find that the horse is ranning

away, with all the power of the right |

arm jerk the horse’s head tothat side
of the neck, at the same time spring-
ing o the lett of the vehlicle ready
to jump. As soon as done immediate-

side of the neck and ebange your po-
