MOTHER BARNES IS DEAD.

Over to the Great Majority.

On Wednesday morning the news
spread rapidly over the country that
Mother Barnes the *Seer of Plam
Hollow” had passed away. For
geveral days she had been reported as
very low, and that owing to advancel
age and bodily infirmities she was not
likely to survive more than a short
time longer.  When therefore her
death was announced it was taken
without sarprise by the thousands
who have visited, or heard - of her
through report. Jane Elizabeth Barnes
was born in November of 1800,
and was therefore 90 years, 2 months
and 19 days old at the time of her
death, Her parents were both Irish,
her father however being of English
descent.

Harrison, a Cana-
dian, settling. in, Cobourg, and the
fruit of thewr union was one son,
who won distinction as a captain
during the American War. At the
ase of 27 Mrs. Barnes became a
widow and mourncd her dead partner
with an intensity corresponding to the
ardor of her love for him. After a
widowhiood of three or four yecars she
again married, her second husband
being a native ,of Coinceticat, David
Barnes, and the oftspring of her second
marriage were six sons and three
daughters, of whom seven are alive.
She livays very fond of children,
and in addition to her own large
family, brought up three orphans,
whom she adopted. She always took
great interest in all her children and
grand children and despite her old age
did all the knitting for the bousehold
up toa very short time previous to
her death.
