Jan. 24.—Five hundred shells poured 
into the town at haphazard, the hos- 
pital, scurvy compound and residences 
receiving the attention properly due 
the defenders of the earthworks.

Jan 25.— A small family shell proof 
shelter has been dug in nearly every 
garden.

Feb 11 —Twenty-five hundred wor 
men and children were lowered into 
the mines throughout the night.

Feb. 15.—All the morning there was 
a heavy cross fire of the British OC- 
copying Alexandersfontein.
