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HIS GRACE OF PORTLAND.

The' tall, slender, almost emaciated man,
with shoulders but slightly bowed by age,
with the fine clear cut features, and with a
flyaway cape, culminating in a Gothic arch
collar, is the present head of the historic
family of Bentick. It pleases him to pene-
trate his magnificent domain by a series of
burrows, and to startle his dependents by
unexpected appearances from these subter-
ranean depths. These burrows are no nar-
row tunnels, but- lofty, spacious passages,
lighted by costly apparatus for let(ini in the
sun at intervals, and by innumerable gas
lights. Lined with brick and stone, and

rfectly water tight, they enable their
owner to be everywhere by turns and no-
where long. The sudden apparition of a
great duke among the grooms exercising his
horses in the great riding house, whose like
exists nowhere else, astonishes, but does not
dismay. As his pale face rises from the
earth in the left hand corner of the enormous
building, thefe is no sign of trepidation
amornlg those assembled, while their master
surveys the msgnificent work raised at a
cost which sets calculation at defiance. Near-
ly 400 feet long, .with a width of rather
more than one-third, this riding house, car-
peted with tan, bas walls of solid stone, and
a roof of wood, glass and iron. Two rows of
columns divide it into a nave and two aisles,
the latter with beautiful wooden roofs. The
great central compartment is decorated
with a frieze of painted brass work, repre
senting birds, beasts and foliage, while the
whole structure is adorned with a stone
frieze of elegant design and perfeet work-
manship.

On the latter quality the duke of Portland
insists. Endowed with refined taste and
considerable skill in architecture, he is &
builder of good work and a puller down
of bad. An architect at one time employed
by him built a gateway, which, when com-
pleted, became abhorrent to him, yet so
considerate was he of the artist's feelings
that he could not find it in his heart to re-
wmonstrate with him. One night he waited
till the architect had driven off, and then
set all his men to work to pull down the edi-
fice. By morning not a vestage remained,
and the architect on his arrival, rubbed his
eyes in amazement, and neither he nor the
Dulke ever took the slightest notice of its
disappearance. The half hundred lodges
for keepers and other servants on the Wel-
beck estates have all been built by their
present proprietor, who hasin their construc-
tion carried out the passion for subterranean
work. The dining rooms and bed chambers
made a handsome little house enough, solidly
and perfectly built of stone. The unseemly
part of the dwelling is buried in the earth ;
kitchens, pantries and other offices are plun-
ged below. Many of the finest apartments
in the Abbey itself are actually underground,
and illuminated by all kinds of ingenious de-
vices. Welbeck boasts of a subterranean
library of great size, whose natural gloom is

completely dispelled by gas burners sempi-*

ternally aglow, Of course the gas used at
Welbeck is made on the premises, and lofty
mounds covered with rhododendrons hide
four unseemly gasometers from the eye.—
London Times,

RELIGIOUS FANATICISM.

A strange case of religious fanaticism is
reported from Italy, and has, it is said, at-
tracted considerable attention in Europe.
The principal actor was one David Lazaretti.

On the hills near Grosseta, the little town
j off from the railroad, between Leghorn and
/" Civita Vecchia, a semi-political and religious
sect, had established itself under David, the
saint, as Lazzaretti was called, who declared
himself Christ, come again. He has chose
twelve apostles and surrounded himself with
a large number of Proselytes,and required the
surrender of all the property and lubor of all
for the common benefit, he undertaking
to maintain them and their families and
educate their children. Their creed is an ex-
tended paraphrase of the Nicene Creed, with
some alterations in the Protestant sense ;
the other tenets are of the socialistic character.
On the morning of the 18th ult., the prophet
at the head of between 2,000 and 3,000 follow-
ers started for the village of Arcidosso. His
purpose was not known, but it is said it was
not peaceful. A hundred believers, dressed
in white tunics like the ancient Jewish
priests, led the column, and at their head
walked David, the saint attired in half regal
and half pontifical costume, with a diamond
on his head and un iron-studded club in his
. hand. The procession sang & hymn with a
* refrain—* Long live God and the Christian
republic, praise be to Christ who has come the
second time on earth,” The mob was met
half way by & delegate of the police, accom-
panied by nine carboniers, who invited them
to disperse. Upon this David eried—* I am
the King !” and ordered his followers to dis-
arm the soldiers. As he spoke a discharge
of firearms was made upon the police, and a
shower of stones followed. Again the dele-
gate gave the requisite warning to disperse,
which was followed by the prophet aiming a
blow at him with a club. Then the police,
finding themselves surrounded, opened fire.
Among the first to fall was the prophet, who
was shot in the forehead. His followers,
seeing their leader down gave way. Four of
the police were badly wounded. The Minister
of tue Interior has sent a commission to make
a full inquiry into the affair. The Unita
Catholica says Lazaretti, was seriously wound-
ed, but is not dead.\ His disciples are pre-
paring to announce bis resurrection.

The city of Pesth has almost accomplished
the task of obtaining an unlimithd supply of
nearly boiling water, which will be available
for public and private use. The ready-heated
fluid is obtained from a deep artesian well,
from which, when completed, the water will
issue in a mighty fountain, to the height of
neanlyAifty feet. The deepest artesian well
in the world has hitherto been that at Paris,
which measures 1,794 feet in aepth. The
Pesth well has already attained a depth of
3,120 feet, and will, when bored the required
depth, more than double the depth of its
Paris rival. The water now issuing from
the bowels of the earth, three-fifths of a mile
below the surface, has a temperature of 161~
Fahrenheit, and the work will be prosecuted
until a warmth of 178° Fahrenheit is—eb-
tained. The meaning of these figures will
be better understood when it is remenibered
that the temperature’of a hot bath is 98°,
while that of boiling water is 212°." The
daily supply is already 175,000 gallons, a
quantity which will be greatly incresed at
the enhanced depth. The work progresses
at the rate of fifty feet a month, and recent
improvements in the mechanical appliances
render possible a still more rapid rate of
working. This remarkable undertaking is
beipg carried on partly at the expense of the
city and partly at the expense of the engin-
eers, Mes sigmondy.

THE ELECTION AND ITS ISSUE.

The official notification signed by Sheriff
Temple Returning Officer, declaring 10th of
September Nomination Day and 17th of Sept-
ember election day, ana naming the polling
districts throughout the County, was posted
up last Tuesday.

In a very short time the candidates will be
face to face with the electors of Fredericton,
and of the surrounding settlements, who will
come into the city to hear what they have tp
say for themselves. We believe that th
great majority of the electors will pl'o):
staunch to their representative Mr. Pickghd,
because they believe his past services-deserve
their further support, and because they have
faith in his honesty and good intentions. We
do not know if the idea of protection has
taken any hold of any considerable number of
the electors of York. It would be surprising
if they understood what sort of protection it
is that is offered them, for it is clear from
their confused and conflicting statements
that the opposition speakers and writers have
no very definite idea on the subject them-
selves,

The policy of Mr. McKenzie is easy enough
to be understood. It means going on in the
old tracks, in the hope that a revival of con-
fidence, and of business, which must come
before long, will bring back prosperity, and
revenues with handsome surpluses over ex-
penditures. It means no unnecessary med-
dling with the present 17} per cent. tariff
which yields most of the revenue nécessary
to carry on the Government, and which gives
a fair protection to many of the manufacturing
industries; it means the mot obstructing the
present enormous and profitable trade of
Canada with the United States by the im-
position of high retaliatory tariffs, and not
alienating England, where there is a free
market for all the produce and products of
Canada, by shutting out by protective duties,
her manufactures altogether. This policy is
based on a hopeful estimate of the present
state aud the future prospects of the Domi-
nion, and it denies utterly that in comparison
with the United States it is in a depressed
and ruinous condition, The« policy of the
opposition is based on the assumption that
Canada is on a state of rapid decline and
deterioration, that the value of real estate is
falling, that its manufactures are crushed,
that its workmen are half employed and half-
fed, when they are not starving, and when
they have not been compelled to seek em-
ployment in the United States. The de-
pression of busineks, which all acknowledge
and all deplore (b@t which Canada has only
suffered in comsfon with all other countries,
is exaggerated and made worsgfin comparison
with the state of affairs in the United States,
in order that a pretext may be found for ad-
vocating a change in her trade policy. Let
us have a national policy, says the opposition
leader, let us k&p Canada for. the Canadians,
let us impose a retaliatory tariff of 35, 50,
G0 per cent. and keep out American (and
necessarily English) manufactures; let us
manufacture all the articles we reqnire our-
selves and consume our own produce. Such
a policy, if carried out, would disturb the
wlhole course of trade, would exasperate the
United States, and drive their government
to impose retaliatory prohibitive duties on
Canadian products and produce, and so des-
troy the very profitable trade Canada has
with the Americans, and which is not very
much less than that which the Americans
have with Canada, and it would do much to
break up the very satisfactory relations that
now subsist between the Mother country and
the Dominion. The imposition of high pro-
tective duties on woolen, cotten, iron, leather,
wooden goods,—all such goods as can be
manufactured in Canada, would surely in-
crease the price of them to the consumers in
Canada, and decrease the revenues by the
amount (some five or six millions), of the
duties collected on such articles when im-
ported. How is the deficit to be made up ?
Not by direct taxation, no one has ventured
to hint at that extreme measure, but by the
increase of duties collected from the large
amount of brandies,wines, cigars, silks, satins,
velvets, and other articles of luxury that the
manufactures and their “ better halves "’ and
their fair responsibilities will be able to con-
sume in their prosperity. So, one class, not a
very numerous one, according to Sir John A,
and others who follow him, is to be protected,
pampered, and petted at the expense of the
great bulk of the population. But who
believes that a very large amount of revenue
could be raised in that way ! The far greater
part of the deficit created by protecting the

IMPROVEMENT SOCIETIES.

There is throughout the United States an
aesthetic spirit abroad, and it shows itself
in the desire of the dwellers in small’ towns
and villages to beautify their places of abode.
There are now a number of village improve-
ment Societies in existence, and they are said
to be rapidly increasing: In every commu-
nity there are individuals who take a pride
and pleasure in “ having everything hand-
some about them,” in beautifying their homes
their grounds and gardens, in looking well
to their drains, and to their fgnces, and in
keeping their walks clean. The improve-
ment societies in small towns and villages,
which have not the advantage of having a
Mayor and corporation do for the whole vil-
lage or town what the individual man of
good taste does for himself. The members
of the society pay a small fee on entrance
and a fund is thus created that enables the
managers to put and keep in neat condition
the grounds of these who are not able to do
the work themselves, in order to carry out
the general plan.

The object that the promoters of those
impravement societies have in view is to cul-
tivatd a public spirit and to quicken in the
inhabitants their love of home- and their
pride in the place of abode; and by making
better streets and keeping them clean, by
looking well after the sewers, and by getting
rid of all unsightly things, to enhance the
value of real estate. We have not seen the
full programe of these societies, but we are
sure that the managers do not allow cows
and domestic fouls to wander at will over
the shaven grass in the public grounds and
promenades and on the roads, and well kept
streets and side walks.

Improvement Societies are confined to
small towns and villiages in the United
States. Fredericton is a city, it has the
benefit of a Mayor and Corporation, and bears
the burden of heavy taxation, but still it has
many features of a rurai village. We cannot
help thinking, since the corporation will not
trouble themselves, that an Improvement
Society would find ample work to do in it.

If such a society was formed here, in the
first flush of ardor for its work, it would
order agreat tearing down of rotten boards
and fences, ruinous outhouses and barns, a
sweeping up and clearing of the streets
throughout the city, and a general clearing
away about the old upper wharf., The officer’s
square would be beautified; it would be
cleaned, levelled, and gravelled; the thick
crop of weeds below the old willows would
be grubbed up, the sward would be shaven
and rolled smooth as a billiard table, and
flower beds would be set out with all the
artistic effect of modern horticultural art.
There would be no difficulty in an Improve-
ment Society finding plenty to do, and the
result of their work would amply repay the
labor and the cost.

STEEL RAI

For the last twoor three years the oppo-
sition have been running on ¢ steel rails.”
The rails have afforded them a rare opportu-
nity to rail against the corruption and in-
competence of the government, they have
been a standing charge in every “picnic
speech for the last two or three seasons.
Mr. McKenzie has been accused of having
purposely, not given sufficient publicity to
the advertisement, asking for tenders, and
of having allowed too short time, in order to
favor a firm of which his brotherw as a part
uer and of having had some private interest
in the transaction. While protesting that
they had no intention of charging Mr, Mc-
Kenzie with acting in a corrupt manner,
the whole manner in which opposition
speakers have dealt with the question has
insinuated corruption.

We extract the following account of the
steel rails purchase, from the Montreal Her-
@ld and it places the transaction in a fair
light.

Rails which had been bought by the prec-
ceeding government,so recently that they were
not even then all delivered, at $85 per ton, had
fallen till they could be bought at between
$50 and $60 per ton, which was the lowest
grico ever touched up to that time. Mr.
Mackenzie was advised by his chief engineer,
Mr. Fleming, a nominee of Sir Johns gov-
ernment, ghat it was a good time to buy, and
after making inquiries, he himself came to
that conclusion. e then advertiged for
tendeus, and it has been said that he adver-
tised insufficiently.” The best replyis'in the
number and character of the responses, These
were twenty-nine in number. They came
from manufacturers themselves in England
Beotland, Wales, Belgium, Westphalia, and
the United States, besides those from mer-
chants in Montreal, Toronto and Hamilton.
The lowest tenderers got orders for all that
they tendered for in each case. One firm was
willing to supply 5,000 tons in addition to
the original quantity of 5,000 at the price
offered, but would take no more; it got the
order for the additional 5,000, In the same
way the next lowest tenderer was allowed
to take all that it was willing to supply.
This was the Mersey Company, represented
by Cooper & Fairman, who were said to be
favoured. When its offers were exhausted
there was still another lot of 5,000 to buy to
complete the quantity, and the order for that
5,000 tons was given to the still rext lowest
tenderer, at 49 cents per ton higher price.
If any one will try to show where the favour-
itism came in, in such a transaction, his ef-
fort will be a very curious piece of reasoning
In fact, it cannot be done. All that can be
said about it, and we have no desire to blink
any part of the issue, is this—that as things
turned out, the price of iron fell instead of
advancing as all the world expected. The
consequence was, that on a certain portion
of the rails, which might have been in time
if brought later, there has been a loss, Mr.
Mackenzie himself estimates that this quan-
tity, whose purchase could not have been de-
iayed, could not have been ihore than 15,000
tons, and we suppose that there is no man
engaged in any kind of business during the
last five years, who, shrewd as he may be,
has'not made some losses from the same
general cause, without reproaching himseclf
with folly, and still less with a desire to do
himself wrong.

A CASE ;\GAINST> AN INSURANCE
COMPANY.

A case tried before Judge Duff at the pre-
sent Circuit Court St. John, in which the

were defendants, has excited feelings in mer-
cantile circles there against the soid com-
pany, as the course they have taken. has
tended to create an impression that they are
capable of contesting in mere legal and tech-
nical grounds, claims that are essentially just,
Messrs. . Bowes & Evans manufacturers of
stoves &¢., were the plaintiffs. They insured
in the National on 10th of May, 1877 for
$4,000, in addition to $16,000 in other com-
panies. In the policies of these other com-
panies, their stock in trade was dederibed as
consisting chuefly of stoves, tin and iron ware
and mantles (slate and marble); in
“ National” policy the word “chiefly,” was
somehow omitted. The premises of the

with all their stock were consumed in the
disastrious fire of June 20th 1877, Immedi-
ately after the fire they employed agents to
prepare the proofs of loss for all the com-
panies in which they were insured. The ad-
justers of all the companies met, and finally
stated the loss of Messrs. Bowes & I vans, at |
$23,427, who were told that all their claims |
was allowed. When the adjustment was |
completed Mr. Constable, -agent of the Na-

tional to the risible surprise of the others, re-

marked that their (the National) policy was

non-concurrent, as the word “chiafly’’ was not

in theirs. DProofs of loss were formdlly de-

livered to Mr. Constable on the 20th of July

and no objection was then made, nor was

any other or further proof required. On the

27th of July, notice appeared in the Globe,

that the National Insurance Company had

opened an office for adjustment, and prompt
settlement of claims for losses by the great

fire. Mr. Bennet, the new “National” adjuster
on looking over Messrs. Bowes & Evans

books made a rebate of $2,240.95, and struck

off over $6,000 for items, which he claimed

were not covered by their “ noncurrent”

policy, thus reducing the amount of loss to

$16,000. Messrs. Bowes & Evans objected

to this reduction, and demanded an arbitra-
tion to which Mr, Bennet refused to concede.

Acting (not to go into full details of the

case,) on the assumption that Mr. Bennet's
award was conclusive, the manager of the

company wrote to Messrs. Bowes & Livans,
that *“ we are prepared to honor your sight
draft for §$3,366.14, being the amount of our
liability as ascertained and- proved; but the
policy, duly and fully discharged must ac-
company the draft.” Messrs, Bowes & Evans
refused to accept the $3,366 as full payment
of their claim, hence the trial.

The counsel for defendant moved for a
non-suit, on the ground of the non delivery of
proofs in flfteen days of the loss according to
the condition of the policy, and in reply to
the allegatiop that a waiver of this condition
has been made by the agent of the company
receiving from the plaintiffs the proof of 1yss
without making any objections, the following
¢ astounding” clauses in the policy were put

|

in.

“ Nor shall any act of the company accept
their written declaration operate to “waive
the requirement of such proof. The use of
general terms or any thing less than a dis-
tinct specific agreement clearly expressed and
endorsed on the policy, shall not be construed
as a waiver of any printed or written condi-
tion or restriction therein.” The case sudden-
denly ferminated by the counsel of defend-
ent consenting to a verdict being rendered
for the plaintiffs for $4,266, the full amo unt
claimed, with interest, leave being reserved,
for the defendants to move in the Supreme
Court to enter a non-suit, or for reduction
of charges.

A NEW, CHEAP AND SELF-GENERATING
DrsispecTaNT.—Under this title, Dr. Johy
Day of Geelong, Australia, recommends for
use in civil and military hospitals, and
for the purpose of destroying the poison-erms
of small-pox, scarlet and typhoid fever, ang
other infectious diseases, a disinfectan; in-
geniously composed of one Fart of reciilicd
oil of turpentine and seven parts of benzije,
with the addition of five drops of oil of
verbena to each ounce. Its purifying and
disinfecting properties are dus to the ‘powur
which is possessed by each of its ingredients
of absorbing atmospheric oxygen iml cun-
verting it into peroxide' of hydrogen—a
highly active oxidizing agent, and very similar
in its nature to ozone. Articles of clothiny,
furniture, wall-paper, carpeting, bouks, 18 W
papers, _Ictlers, ete,, may be perfectly saiu-
rated with it without receiving the slizhtes t
injury ; and when it has been once freely ap-
phed to any rough or porous surface, its
action will be persistent for an almost in-
definite period. This may, at any tinwe, be
readily showa by pouring a few drops of a
solution of iodide of potassium over the ma-
terinl which has been disinfected, when the
peroxide of hydrogen, whizh is being con-
tinually generated withiu it, will quickly
liberate the iodine from its combinatiou witi
the potassium and give rise to dark brown
stains, It may be applied with a brush or a
sponge, or, if more convenient, as is the case
with certain articles, such as books, news
papers, and lotters, it may be simply poured
over them until they are well soaked : they
may then be allowed to dry, either ina warm
room or in the open aiv.— Bz, Med, Jour.
