IS IT ANOTHER
NEST OF TRAITORS

Foster Led Mal-contents in Open Re-
volt Against Leadership of Bor-
den----Split in Party.

Ottawa, March '3.—Another nest of
traitors, with R. L. Borden figuring as
the victim instead of Sir Mackenzie Bow-
ell, is being wuncovered on Parliament
Hill. While the personnell of the con-
spirators is changéd since 1896, there is
the same leader, animated by the same
personal vindictiveness—Gbo. E. Foster.

DEATH OF CHAIRMAN OF
RAILWAY COMMISSION

¥

With Pneumonia on Friday—Died
Suddenly in Ottawa—Was Pro-
minent in the West Since 1879.

Ottawa, March 1.—Judge A. D. Xil-
lam, chairman of the board of rail-
way commissieners, who was_-taken
ill with pneumonia Friday, died this
morning.

Winnipeg, March 1.—News of the
suddgn death of Judge Killam in Ot-
tawa this morning was received with
profound regret here, where, for so
many years, he was closely connected
with the development of the city and
the province. He came here in 1879
from Windsor, Ont., where he had al-
ready made his mark as a young law-
yer of brilliant parts. His residence
in Winnipeg was continuous up to his
appointment as'chairman of the raii-
way commission in 1905, but he had
been a frequent visitor of the city
ginee, the last occasion being at
Christmas. From the first he made
a conspicuous mark in local legal civ-
cles and his elevation to -the bench
was warmly welcomed by the entire
provinee. As a judge he held the
entire confidence of the publie, ‘while
his admirgble personal qualities en-
deared him to a very wide cirele _of
friends.

A Liberal in politics, he represented
South Winnipeg in the legislature for
a single term in the eighties, but
found the demands of his profession
too insistent and he did not seek re-
election.

Preparations are being made for the
funeral, which will be of a semi-pub-
lic nature. His mother, Mrs. Geo.
Killam, is still living here, as are
two sisters, Mrs. J. W. E. Darhy,
wiie of Dominion lands official, and
Miss Marie Killam, secretary of the
Manitoba Educational Department.!
He is survived by one child, Geo. K.|
Killam, member of the local firm of
Allan, Lang & Killam, financial
agents.

HIEBERT ASKED
1 0°CLOCK CLOSING

In Criticism of Government?Amend-
ment He Wants Seven O’clock
Instead of Ten.

(From Tuesday’s Bulletin.)

When the legislature met yesterday
afternoon and the "“Act to amend the
Statute Law’ came up for its seecond
reading, Mr. Hiebert, the member for
Didsbury, made a ef-speéeh, object-
ing 4o several. provisions  offthe aet.
‘His. . eolieague, My .dabertson, .at
whose request theHouseadjourned un-
til today, was absent.

Mr, Hiebert’s main objection was to
the amendment propesed to the Ligaor
License ordinance, by which the hour
of closing bars is changed from 11.30
to 10 o'cleck. He contended that this
amendment should read 7 o’'clock in-
stead of 10, if the government is anx-
ious to cartail the sale of liguor. By
the 10 o’clock law the government,: he
said, would not be giving to advocates
of temiperance atl they .ask, while at
would interfere with the hotelmen’s
business.

**1f this reduction in hours is. good,”
he said, "'let us do it thoroughly; ent
down the hours to seven -o’cloeck and
oblige hotelmen to carry on their busi-
ness as every business man in the pro-
vince does. 1f it is required that men
in ordinary business snould be ifreed
from their work early, should we mnot
be as humane to the bar-tender as to
any- other clerk in the provinece?”

In conclusion Mr. Hriebert expres-
sed the hope that before the bill
should go through, the government
would change the hour of closing.to
7 instead of 10, as now in the amend-
ment. In regard to the clause which
postponed the date of enforcéement of
the building conditions prescribed by
he Liquor License Amendment act of
last year, Mr. Hiebert said he had no
objection, except tha. when it is to
come in force he does not want -the
license commissioners to have any-
thing to do with it.,

Objection was also taken by Mr.
Hiebert to the amendment to the Me-
chanics’ Lien aet and to the Ceal
Mines act, in that it did not.provide
for the formation of an ambdulance
corps in connection with the Inines.
The amendment in regard to the taxa-
tion of corporations such as railways
was criticized, as was that relating to
the Local lmprovements act and the
noxious .Weads ‘#et.

Arother Judge Needed.

To the amendment proposed to the
Supreme Court act Mr. Hiebert also
objected. He thought that four puisne
judges in Alberta were suificient, with-
out the appointment of another. He
was informed by the attormey general
that there were several. reasons -for
another judge—the first, that the var-
ious judges of the Supreme court have
been overworked and Wwill ‘be more so
when the district judges have com-
pleted their circuit and appeals are
sent up to the higher court.

A further reason was that at pres-
ent when an appeal was held from
any one oi the five members oi the
bench the appointmeént of another
judge would prevent an equal division
of the bench as in the first case tried
by them last antumn. Then the ap-
peal was disallowed because the
bench divided, two for and two against
the appeal.

Still another reason was that with
another judge on the bench three
could sit in court on appeal for th»
south, while three others were sitting
in the north.

Premier Rutherford, speaking briel-
ly on the mattér, said that according
to population Alberta had a right to
fifteen judges, a much large number
than the provinee new had. ]

In his criticism ef the Corporation’s
Taxation act Mr. Hiebert became bad-
ly mixed, interpreting the. provisions
quite otherwise than they awere, so his
objections were allowed to drop and
in committee of the whole he brought
up no others.

Considerable amusement was caus-
ed when the section providing an am-
endment to the Game act came up be-
fore the House. 'I'he stipulation was
to the effect that “wild geese” might
be shot at any time. ‘A man who
can bring down a wild goose deserves
to carry him off any time,” remarked
a member of the government smiling.
Some members evineed a mischievous

desire to ask questions on this amend-

ment in the hope of opening up a de-
bate that was last year one-of the:hot-
test, longest and most aigusing of the
session, Other mempers who “did
not want to stay in session till June’”
asked that the matter be let go at wit
geese, and it did. i
