Water Street was not much better 
than a narrow road, and did not run 
much farther west than Bennett’s 
Brewery. The sealfishery was begin­
ning to be developed, and there weje 
many vats being erected for the pur­
pose of rehdering the fat. There were 
more flakes than wharves on the wa­
ter front and all parts of the harbor. 
The houses were mostly all of wood, 
and the population could not have 
been more than eight or ten thousand. 

jThe flakes extended from Raftus’s 
down to Newman’s, and on the South- 
side from Whittens’ down to the pre­
sent site of the floating dock. There 
were also the stages of Ingston and 

♦King’s at the turn of the Narrows on 
the Southside, At the extrenie East end 
of the harbor there were several 
large fishing establishments and 
flakes. Among the names the prin­
cipal one seemed to be that of Hol- 
well.

Of the town itself I cannot say 
much. There were several short 

| streets running up, but the principal 
j one was called the "King's Road,” 
i and it led back to the Mall near the 
i site of St. Thomas’s Church.

O 
course to us it/was all new and full 
of interest, and as we had come here 
to make our home we noted every ob­
ject, and commented upon every as­
pect .and wondered had we done the 
best thing in leaving old Ireland .and 
coming to Newfoundland.

other at New Orleans on April 6th. 
1893. This is the longest glove fight 
that has ever taken place, and al­
though the combatants fought no 
fewer than 110 rounds, the contest 
ultimately resulted in a draw. The 
longest bare knuckle tight on record 
lasted 6 hours. 15 minutes, between 
James Kelly and Jonathan Smith, at 
Melbourne, in November, 1855.

Battling Nelson 
holds the record, seeing that lie knock­
ed out William Rossler in three sec­

On the V>th of July 
we came across another shipwrecked party < 
seventeen, the surviving part of the crew of the 
British ship * Dunskeig.’ of Glasgow, fourteen 
having perished through exposure. Now. the 
ship was lost on the 23rd of June, and a lot of the 
cargo, consisting of Epps's Cocoa, was washed 
ashore out of the wreck. There was nothing 
saved except the Cocoa, and we. numbering 
twenty-five men. wore kept alive on it up to the 
20th of August, when we were i esctied by the 
steamer * Mercuric." of Buenos Aires.

“ Too much praise cannot be given to this 
Cocoa. We had a good stock of it there ; we 
used it in a liquid state for drink. We also baked 
it on the fire, which kept us alive and warm 
for 6 weeks on this barren island, situated in a 
region of perpetual ice and sno\V.”
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
