The Railway Campaign In Normanby.
From the Hamilton Spectator.

On Monday morning the Hamilton 
and Guelph delegates proceeded to Ding- 
man’s tavern, in the township of Nor­
manby, to hold the first meeting, which 
had been fixed for one o’clock. On their 
way out they met the Township Council, 
which was in session at Giles, to consid­
er a petition signed by 436 of the rate­
payers of the township, asking that the 
present narrow gauge by-law might be 
withdrawn,and again introduced with one 
for the Wellington, Grey and Brace, for 
an equal amount, the two by-laws to be 
voted upon the same day. Three of the 
Councillors were favourable to grant the 
prayer of the petition, but the Reeve 
raised a legal question as the power of 
the Council to withdraw a by-law after it 
was submitted, and refused to put the 
resolution. As a consequence the Council 
adjournei to the evening,with the under­
standing that the Reeve should take legal 
advice in the meantime. The party then 
came on and held the meeting at Ding- 
man's. They were met by Messrs. Worts 
and Chisholm, from Toronto, and by a 
number of Mount Forest narrow gaugers. 
The meeting was a most influential one, 
there being from eighty to one hundred 
ratepayers present. It was addressed on 
behalf of the Wellington, Grey and Bruce 
Railway,by the President Dr. MacKelcan, 
and Messrs. Robertson, Osborne and 
White and on behalf the narrow gauge, 
by Messrs Worts and Chjphol m, of Toron­
to, and Messrs. Yoemans and Spence ot 
Mount Forest. The meet was enthusias­
tically in favor of the broad gauge rail­
way to Guelph,and at its conclusion, the 
following resolution was passed unani­
mously, there being not a half dozen resi­
dents of the Township against it :

Moved by Mr. Robert Elder, and se­
conded by Mr. John McGrath,

11 That this meeting, after hearing the 
statements made by the representatives 
of the Toronto, Grey and Bruce Railway, 
and the Wellington, Grey and Bruce 
Railway Company, is of opinion that the 
latter project is the one for the true in­
terests of the country, and pledges itself 
to support a bonus to the Wellington, 
Grey and Bruce Railway, in the event of 
there being a station at Ayton and Neu- 
stadt—Carried.

The meeting then broke up with 
cheers for the Queen and the broad gauge, 
and the deputation proceeded to Ayton, 
where the largest meeting which has 
been held in connection with this Rail­
way awaited them. There must have 
been 250 persons present-. The narrow 
gaugers satisfied with the result of the 
afternoon meeting did not venture to fol­
low us. The meeting was addressed by 
the President, Dr. MacKelcan, Messrs. 
Osborne, Robertson, Bowman,who spoke 
in German, and White. At the conclu­
sion the following resolution was put and 
carried in that large meeting, without a 
dissentient voice, and amid great cheer- 
'°g:

Moved by Mr. Chas. Widmayn, and 
seconded by Mr. Jno. Booth, and resolv­
ed unanimously,

“ That this meeting of the ratepayers 
of the township of Normanby, having 
heard the explanations of the represen­
tatives of the Wellington, Grey and 
Bruce Railway Company,is of the opinion 
that the scheme which they advocate is 
the best one now before the County to in­
sure the true interests and promote the 
prosperity of this section of the country, 
and pledges itself to use every exertion 
to secure the passage of a By-law grant­
ing a bonus in aid of the said Railway,on 
the condition that stations bo erected at 
the villages of Ayton and Neustadt in 
said township."

The Boiler Explosion at Elora.— 
The Obeerver supplies us with some fur­
ther particulars respecting the boiler ex­
plosion at Messrs Bain & Son's Woollen 
Factory on Monday last. Steam was got 
up at the usual time, and on starting the 
engine and machinery the pump refused 
to work, and the engine was stopped to 
correct the difficulty. Whilst doing so 
a portion ot the front of the boiler blew 
off and plunged into the ground a few 
feet in advance of the furnace, and the 
junior partner in the business, who was 
passing near at the time, was severely 
scalded. Not much damage was done to 
the building. The engine-house is intact, 
the engine has not sustained anv injury, 
the boiler connections are complete, and 
the boiler injured only in front. The 
cause of the explosion was doubtless the 
lowness of water and the height of steam, 
Mr Bain is still suffering severely, and it 
is feared hie recovery will be very slow.

The country peo­
ple in the vicinity, and a large number of 
workmen from a slate quarry near the 
spot, who had been alarmed by the con­
cussion, were also soon gathered on the 
spot and a number of pails having been 
got together, a line of men was formed 
across the intervening sands, and buckets 
of sea water were obtained in the hope of 
subduing the flames. All these efforts 
proved fruitless, however, and the fire 
continued to bum with increasing fury 
until every vestige of the woodwork of 
the Chester carriages and of the Post 
Office tenders was nearly consumed, noth­
ing remaining but the iron framework 
and wheels, the greater portion of which 
was red hot. It was a considerable lime 
before the burnt carriages could be ap­
proached, owing to the intense heat 
thrown out by the fused mass of iron and 
burning embers, and when search was 
commenced for the sufferers, little more 
than charred remains of human bodies 
could be discovered. In most of the cases 
the bodies were headless, in many it was 
impossible to discover whether the suffer­
ers were males or females. Every parti­
cle of clothing was destroyed on all the 
sufferers, and for a long time only one 
body was recognized—that of the vene­
rable Lord Farnham, whose identity was 
established through an inscription inside 
a gold watch, recovered from his remains.
