UNUSUAL
SCENES
IN CHURCH

At the Consecration of an Arch-
bishop.

Remarks of John Kensit, Anti-Rituai- |

ist, Create a Noisy Demon-
stration.

London, April 17.—The scene in Bow
Church today during the censecration
of Right Rev. A. W. Ingram as bishop
of London, resembled a political meet-
ing rather than a religious service. Mr.
John Kensit, the anti-ritualist, enter-
ed an expected protest against the ap-
pointment. He spoke for some time in
a loud voice. His remarks caused an
extraordinary uproar, and he was
greeted with cheers, hisses and shouts
of “Order!” *“Shame!” and ‘“No pep-
ery!” Mr, Kensit accysed Dr. Ingram
of being unfaithful to all his promises
when he was consecrated bishop of
Stepney, adding that he had helped
lawbreakers and encouraged clergymen
who, in defiance of the rubrics, elevat-
ed the hest, offered masses, and prac-
ticed the confession. He concluded
with saying that he was prepared to
appear in the courts, and prove that
Dr. Ingram was an unfit person to
hold the position of a bishep of the
Protestant Church, owing to his en-
couragement of these illegal Roman
practices.

The friends and opponents of Mr.
Kensit became so uproarious that the
vicar-general tried to clear the church.
Dr. Ingram appealed to his friends to
listcn quietly. FEventually the viecar-
general overruled the objections and
the election of Dr. Ingram was con-
firmed.

Disorderly scenes and huétling recur-
red outside the church. Finally Mr.
Kensit was escorted home by a score
of policemen and followed by a howling
mob.

NEW LIGHT ON QUEEN VICTOR-
IA’S REIGN.

New York, April 17.—The Quarterly
Review, according to the London cor-
respondent of the Tribune, contains a
remarkable article on Quoen Victoria,
unsigned, but evidently written from
a precise intimate knowledge during a
period of 50 years. It throws a new
light upon many secret passages in
the Queen’s characteristic traits of
trenchant humor and racy talk.

The explanation given of the Queen's
prejudice against Mr. Gladstone is,
that it started in the suspicion that
he gave her too much work to do, un-
til she was, as she put it, “dead-beat.”
He tried, in his eagerness to press her
to do what she considered to be his
work, and when she resented it and
he renewed the attempt, she formed a
pertinacious prejudice against him,
which never was removed. The au-
thor states that it was always an ele-
ment in her prejudice with regard to
Mr. Gladstone that he was too high
church and had the mind of a Jesuit.

The Queen’s own attitude toward re-
ligion is discussed judicially. The
headship of the Anglican Church or
the Scotch Presbyterianism she con-
sidered to be a part of the business
of state craft, and did not trouble her
conscience about it. Probably the form
of service which she preferred was that
of the Presbyterian Church, but she
was a broad church woman, with no
curiosity about creeds. She liked Ro-
man Catholics much better than An-

able sentence: And gradually she hyp-
notized public imagination so that at
last, in deflanee of the theories of his-
torical philosophers, the nation ac-
cepted the Queen’'s view of her own
functions, and tactily coneluded with
her that she ruled, a consecrated mon-
arch, by right divine.”
