London, April 19.—Arrangements
have been completed for the visit of
the Prince of Wales to Quebec in July
to attend the tercentenary celebra-
tions and inaugurate the monument
on the Plains of Abraham, to Wolfe
and Montcalm, and the men who
fought under them for possession of
what is now the Dominion of Canada.
This will be the prince’s second visit
to Canada, the first having been near-
ly ten years ago, when returning from
his world tour he visited all the chief
towns and also spent some time fish-
ing and hunting in the Northwest.
This time, however, he will go no
farther than Quebec, and his stay will
not be extended over a fortnight.

The prince will cross the Atlantic
on a fast cruiser, probably the Mino-
taur, which will be accompanied by
another cruiser as an escort. He will
leave Portsmouth July 16, and reach
Quebec¢ the 23rd.

The British Atlantic fleet will go
over in advance of the Minotaur and
her escort to take part in the celebra-
tion and give a fitting welcome to the
heir to the throne. His royal high-
ness will be accompanied by a bril-
liant staff, so that none of the pomp
and ceremiony of the British court
will be missing.
