MERICAN ATTITUDE!
KILLS CONVENTIONS 
SAYS ENGLISH PAPER

Rome. Jan. 14.—With every hour, as additional and 
more accurate details are received, the horror of yester­
day’s earthquake increases, threatening to place it second 
in the list of similar catastrophes in Europe only to the 
Messina disaster of 1908.

The list of dead, dying and injured has increased by 
leaps and bounds from a relatively small figure last night 
to more than 50.000, according to an official announcement 
today, and it is expected that this number may be added 
to before the day is over.

The full extent of the property loss has not yet been 
determined. Here in Rome priceless statues, stately 
buildings and structures that for years have been the 
mecca of all visitors have been destroyed or injured.

WHOLE CENTRE AFFECTED.
Though the loss of life, and possibly the amount of 

damage, may be smaller than it was in 1908, the area of 
the disturbance greatly exceeds the Messina earthquake 
and covers the whole central portion of Italy, extending 
from Naples on the south to Ferrara on the north.

The most disastrous disturbance, from all reports, 
seems to have centred in the vicinity of the town of Avez- 
zano, where 15,000 persons have been killed or injured, ac­
cording to the latest official reports. Reports of damage 
in varying degrees of severity have come from . Latium, 
Abruzzi, Umbria, the Marchez, Tuscany, Aezlia, Cam­
pania and Apulia.

HURRYING UP RELIEF._ 
The earthquake belt is estimated to be about 300 miles 

long, and extends practically from one side of Italy to the 
other. In Abruzzi, Latium and Campania, the quake 
reached its highest degree, described by scientists as 
“catastrophic,” and in other places it started between the 
seventh and the tenth degrees.

Relief measures for the thousands of persons who 
have succeeded in escaping from their collapsing homes in 
safety but are in want and without shelter, are going ahead 
with all possible speed. Special trains have been dis­
patched, carrying physicians and nurses, and Government 
officials have been ordered to provide all necessaries for 
the stricken people.

KING GOES TO SCENE.
King Victor Emmanuel, despite the protests of Gov- 

ernment officials who urged the international situation in 
Europe as a reason for staying in Rome, left early today 
for the vicinity of Avezzano to do whatever possible and 
by his presence give stimulus to the work of relief.

Queen Helena, still in bed recovering from recent ill­
ness, when she gave birth to a daughter, has expressed 
the keenest regret that she could not go to the scenes of 
devastation as she did at Messina.

Relief committees in the locality that has been stricken 
have been organized, to work under the direction and in 
co-operation with the central committee in Rome that is 
under the supervision of Premier Salandra.

The military has been rushed to the scene, and sol­
diers by night will have established tent colonies in which 
the homeless thousands may find temporary shelter.

COMMUNICATION INTERRUPTED.
Lines of communication, especially railroad tracks and 

telephone and telegraph wires, have been interrupted seri­
ously throughout the entire earthquake belt, and the 
transportation of supplies furnished by the Government 
and private sources is going forward by automobile and 
horse-drawn wagons.

Rome, Jan. 14.—A young Italian 

driver, who left Avezzano a few minutes 
before the earthquake, gave a brief ac- 
count of his experiences when he reach­
ed Rome at an early hour this morning.

His first intimation of trouble was 
when the horses of his carriage sudden­
ly refused to go any further. They 
stood there trembling, and at the same 
moment there came a deep rumbling 
sound similar to the roar of a railroad 
train going over a bridge. Three min­
utes later the standing walls of some 
quarries along the road had crumbled 
and were lying in dust-covered heaps.

Like Earth Opening.
From Avezzano there came the cries 

of the frightened people. Amid the roar 
of falling houses could be heard the 
voices of women calling on the saints 
to help them. The city was under a 
cloud of dust. To the driver It looked 
as if the earth had opened to emit 
columns of white smoke.

This young man tried to drive back 
to Avezzano, but he could make no 

j headway. He and his horses were 
blinded by the dust.
