WILL CONSULT PEOPLE.

Before the Cession of Danish West In-
dies Is Settied.

Washington, Jan. 24.—The new treaty
to acquire the'Danish West Indies is pe-
culiar in that it Awill require action, not
only by the Senate and the Danish Rigs-
dag, ‘but ‘the United States House of
Representatives as Wwell, since it will be
necessary for the House to supply the
needed appropriation to defray the ex+
penses of purchase. Tt is regarded as a
strong point by the frammers of the treaty
that the people of the' Danish West In-
dian Islands are to have a voice in this
question of cession. The treaty . itself
does not coutain any reference to g
ple’bxsg_*x‘t,e, but “the Danish government
has glven\ugt’ice that before it ratifies
the treaty it will submit the question of
cession to the people of the islands. No
suck objection is expected here from
th people, as the treaty is so framed
tha‘;- 'they‘are not called to surrender
their Danish allegiance, and they may
remain Danes in fact and in name with-
out ‘interfering with advantages in a
commercial way; which may result from
a tramsfer of the fslands to the  United
tStaﬁ:z.{ . The plebiscitebwill not be con-

BHoun. Edgar Dewdney svas received
with ‘applause. He told a funuy story
of a personal experience when he was
Indian commissioner in the -Territories,
which went to illustrate the fact that
loud talk on the part of opponents
should invariably be accepted as a sign
of weakness. He paid a high tribute
to Mr. Barnard as a business man and
a representative of the province in par-
liament, one who -was in every ‘way

House of Commons, and he hoped to
see him at the head of the poll mnext
Tuesday.* (Applause.)

He regarded, the present election as

been held in the province, for the rea-
son that ‘the questions so fully and clev-
erly stated in the-memorial of the pro-
vincial government qn the case' of the
province, shouid be properly urged upon
the government and upon the members
representing Hastern constituencies. by
a man of experience and tact, who
would advocate the case of British Co-
lumbia in ‘the House and on the outside,
s0 as to enlist the sympathy of his col-
leagues and ' secure their co-operation.
(Applanse.) The provinee required a
great deal from the Dominion to aid in
the development of her great natural
resources, aids to .navigation and rail-
ways, and encouragement of her indus-
tries, and it was gdbsolutely necessary
that she shonld send members to Ort--
wa who would keep her peeds constdnt-
ly before the Houise and never cease
agitating till they secured their just
rights. Mr, Barnard- was. one of the
right kind to undertake this task and
he hoped they would vote for him as ome
man, (Applanse.)

Mr. Dewdney spoke at some :length
on the failure of the Dominion to give
the provincé cabinet répresentation.
With regard to the vacant chief justice-
ship, he reminded his hearers that dur-
ing the regime -of. Sir John Maedonald
and the Conservative Jeaders, who suc-
ceeded him, the spectacle of little cliques
of lawyers and politicians dictating as to
who should be appointed to the bench

'wis -something unheard of. The Conser-

vatives had appointed the best available
man irrespective of' politics, and the dig-
nity- of the bench had been preserved.
(Applause,)

In conclusion, he declated Mr. Bar-
nard to be an ideal man to represent
Victoria in parliament, and he believed
that on YFuesday evening the majority
would show their appreciation by re-
turning him triumphantly. (Applause.)
Mr. C. A. Bury was next called upon.
He said that one of Mr. Riley’s claims
to election was ‘that he was a support-
er of the ‘governmrent. Was it wise tn
elect a hidebound party man, who would
vote on all oeceasions blindly and 't
out question on all party divisions. They
had much better elect a man who would
oppose the ‘government at every turn in
which they failed to do justice to the in-
terests of his comnstituents. (Applause.)
As for Mr. Riley’s appeal to the cupid-
ity of the electors in promises of odd
jobs and petty centracts, it could only
awaken‘a response in the degraded im-
agination of a certain class of unprin-
cipled “party heelers”—it was so ignoble
as to be unworthy of mention. No in-
dependent - Conservative could be influ-
enced by such miserable considerations.
(Applause.)

After a humerpus allusion to Mr.
Riley’s herculean efforts to get the
mud. dredge over from New Westmin-
ster, Mr. Bury proceeded to review the
incontinent actions of the Liberals with
regard to the fiscal policy of the Domin-

sparseness of population and the small-

'ness of the probable revenue, the ar-

rangement made under the Terms of
Union was thought to be a very liberal
one, and the delegates from British Co-
lumbia had every reason to believe they
had made a very good bargain for the
province, and were justly entitled to the
congratulations they received; and, there-
fore, at a period when development was
80 limited and so little was known about
the possible resources of the ‘eountry, it
is not to be wondered at if they. did not
secure greater concessions or see just
how, under wholly new conditions, the
arrangements they entered into would
finally work.out from a book-keeping
point of view. While, however, a con-
tract, presumably legally and constitu-
tionally' binding for all time to come,
was entered into, it is not to be maintain-
ed that such a contract should continue
forever without modification, 'if it ean
be proved beyond question that the
terms are such as to_work a perpetusdl
hardship to one of the contracting par-

to show.

The government of British Columbia
is working under conditions absolutely
unique in Canada, and must for all time
to come remain at a disadvantage as
compared with the governments of oth-
er provinces—I mean in respect to equil-
ibrium of revenue and expenditure. Our
provinee is, roundly speaking, 800 miles
long by 500 miles wide. It is more or
less mountainous throughout its whole
extent, with valleys and habitable
ground at long intervals only. Its popu.
lation, while individually niore potential,
can never,; by reason of physical environ-
ments, be as large as other provinces in
proportion to area. The expense of gov-
erning per head of popualation must for
all time to come necessarily be many
times greater. It entered Uonfederation
with roads, bridges, wharves, railways,
schools, ets., all practically unbuilt and
to be provided for in-the future. Owing
to the physical conditions, the. govern-
ment had to asSume all the expenses of
these undertakings, which, in the main,
elsewhére is ‘borne by municipalities.
With few exceptions, there are no muni-
cipalities. outside of incorporated towns.
Every road or railwiy costs on an aver-
age three or four times per mile what it
does .in other parts of (Canada. The
distances ‘between the settlements are
very great; hence the mileage to build
and maintain is often enormous. The
schools, the roads and trails, bridges,
public wharves and buildings hospita's,
charities, and even doctors in many
places, have to be provided for by the
province. The cost of administering
public justice throughout this vast ex-
tent of country is also, for similar rea-
sons, very great and many times what it
is in the East.

While all this is true, the sources of
revenue provided under the constitution
are precisely the same as in the East.
The increase of population under such
circumstances, while it means inecrease
of revenue, also means proportionate in-
crease of expenditure in order to sup-
ply the varied and expanding needs in
the way of schools, the administration
of justice, the building of roads and
bridges, railways, etc.,”ete.  As a con-
sequence, the balance between revenue
and expenditure under present condi-
tions is difficult to reach and maintain.

The potentia] sources of revenue belong
to the Dominion.” We have proved to
you that we pay three times the average
contribution of Canada- to the 'Dominion
and get less than half back. If the peo-
ple of British Columbia were able to re-
tain all they contribute in taxes to the
Provineial and Dominion governments,
they could support.every public utility
of the proviuce, beth Provineial and Do-
minion, build their own railways, and
still have a surplus each year to their
credit.

‘When we now ask the Dominion g0V~
ernment to do, is without further delay
to take thesc matters seriously into con-
sideration and’ arrange for a convention
between the Province and the Domin-
ion for the purpose of reviewing the
whole facts of the case and arriving at
better terms. Our object is to reach a
solution as the result of fair, open and
impartial investigation, and by mno argu-
ment” other than is just and equitable
to appeal for a decision.
