" Whet do you think of the result P"
* I bsve no opinion to offer on that point,” 

replied Sir John, with a smile.
“There is an impression thet the Domi­

nion Government favored the return of Cleve­
land."

" Not at all, not at all. We were quite 
colorless on that point as well.” Sir John 
said this with emphases, and be looked as 
though he meant what be said.

" What secured Cleveland’s defeat ?"
“ I cannot tell the causes which won the 

election for Harrison."
" And the international difficulties.”
" President Cleveland remains in power 

until March next. What course he will 
adopt 1 cannot sav. I have no reason to be­
lieve that the Republicans are hostile to 
Canada. They favor the adoption of a pro­
tective tariff, not unlike our own. There is 
no greet urgency in settling the fi-heries 
question, . The fishing session is over for this 
year end operations will not be returned till 
next year."

“Are you hopeful of e settlement of the 
difficulty ?"

" You know I never allow myself to be in- 
terviewed,” was the response. € The treaty 
negotieted last year is deed. It wes rejected 
by the United States, not by the Canadians. 
Of course if negotiations were resumed a 
new treaty could be framed on the same 
terms. At eny rate ell the negotiations will 
here to be commenced anew."

“The Washington treaty of 1872,” return­
ed Sir John,” wee negotieted by e Republi- 
can president with a Republican majority in 
the Senate. I it not reasonable to suppose 
tbet the Republicans will manifest in 1889 
the same spirit which actuated them io 
1871 P"

Hon. Mr. Foster wes rather more free in 
his expression of opinion. He is reported 
ee having said ; “ So far as the election goes 
I here no decided sympathy with either 
party. It ie impossible to forecast what line 
the Republicans will edopt io their relations 
with Canada, fiscs! and fishery, as it was im- 
possible to learn from the contradictory course 
of the Democrats during the last year what 
its policy would have been for another ad­
ministration had it been successful.

I don’t believe thet the West 
letter or anything arising from it bed any 
appreciable effect in changing votes one was 
or the other. It is significant tbet the Re- 
publicans with the protection cry made larg- 
gains in the rural districts, thus indicating 
that it is not true- tbet the farmers take no 
stockin’ protection.” Mr. Foster in conclus­
ion eeid he thought the United States should 
take the initiative in negotiating e new fish­
ery treaty.

(To the Editor of the Farmer)
Sia,—Having my attention called to an 

article in the Gleaner, dated Nov. 7th. in 
reference to the Mouth of Keswick Post 
Office, I beg to inform your numerous read- 
ere, that as far as regards dissatisfaction ex­
isting among the people as to the location 
of the Poet Office, the Gleaner’s remarks are 
untrue, ‘and as fas as I can learn amongst the 
intelligent farmers of that place, the appoint- 
ment has given entire satisfaction. In talk­
ing to our post master the other day in re­
ference to the Gleaner correspondent, the 
only answer I could get from him was, •* Let 
bowling doga bark for they dare not bite.’

But Mr. Editor I thought I should drop 
you a few lines in reference to the matter. 
The Mouth of Keswick Post Office has been 
established to my own knowledge, over forty 
years, and how much longer I do not know, 
and the Poet Office was always kept in a pri­
vate house. The lato William Hallett kept 
it for a number of years, end ho always kept 
it in bis kitchen, for who do you suppose 
would keep a Poet Office in his best room 
snd let a lot of farmers with their muddy 
boots tramp over the carpets.

If the correspondent meant to put the 
office in a store I suppose he means Mr. 
Bailey. The only objection your correspond- 
ant would have is, that Mr. Bailey is to far 
from the middle of the district, it would be 
nearly three quarters of a mile below the old 
one Mre. Yerxa’s, and tbet would not be feir 
for the upper part of the district. But be 
might have meant e little piece which some 
people might cell e shop, hept by e men 
nemed Urquabart. Surely bo could not beve 
meant that. Sir, that is only an old kitchen 
which a family named Blither lived in for a 
good many years nntil it got so cold end old 
end decayed, thet they could not live in it 
anv longer.

Now ee for as the month of Keswick he- 
ing en importent office, 4 agree with him, for 
there are a number of mails medo op there 
for distribution. It is quite an important 
office, and it wants some one of experience 
like Mr. Dunphy, who kept a Post office for a 
number of years in Caverbill. I think I have 
answered the Gleaner correspondent why the 
office should be k-pt at Mr. Dunphy’s, for it’s 
only about thirty or forty feet from Mrs. 
Yerxa, who k-pt it for nearly sixteen years 
io the very centre of the district. And I 
don't believe that any man going around with 
e petition and by telling the truth to the 
ratepayers could pet it removed to any other 
place. I am well aware that there was a 
petition got op in the interest of one indi­
vidus! to remove it below where it is now 
situated, end that be secured a poor old crip- 
pie who by misrepresentation, got quite e 
number to sign e petition by telling the rate- 
payers that the office was going to be moved 
about a mile above where its now situated.
