ation. Buildings will be erected on the i
premises and the land itseit will become
more valuable, Covered with buildings,
the land (independent of the buildings)
would be worth double what it is now
offered for. Suppose, however, it would be
worth only $509,000, The taxes on that as-
sessment would amount to $8500. By assum-
ing the property the city loses this revenue
in addition to the anuual rental it will have
to pay. These two sums amount to $20,000.
Ada to this the cost of maintenance and
we get quite a different sum from the $10,000
yearly charge so mildly put forward by T he
- Globe. If this proposed deal means any-
thing at all iv means $25,000 a year.

‘World’s Fair Statistics,

The World’s Fair has been and is gone. A
recapitulation of the Exhibition from a
financial point of view is of interest. The
total cost of construction was in round num-
bers $19,000,000, and the operating expenses
from the time work began was $6,670,000.
Thus the total disbursements amount to the
colossal figure of twenty-five and a hall
millions. The total receipts exclusive of
salvage foot- up $10,2 30,000, and the total
revenue from concessions is put’at $3,800,000,
making a trifle over fourteen millions.
Hence the Exposition falls eleven and a half
miliions short of the repayment of the money
expended, and the stockholders would get
nothing back were it/ not for the fact that
the Federal Government gave some souvenir
coins which, with the premium on them,
amounted to $2,430,000, and therefore the
stockholders should get back about a millicn
and a quarter at least. It is not probable
that much will be realizad from salvage.
The last Congress withheld over half a mil-
lion dollars, which means that much less for
the stockbolders. They will get about fifteen
percent. of the $10,500,000 which they put
into the -concern. The Chicago people are
well content to drop their nine millions.
From all points of view the Fair has been a
guccess. The city of Chicago is an immense
gainer by the event.

The Dead Ex-Premier,

Sir John Abbott was called to fill the
highest office within the gift of the Canadian
people. In the capacity of Prime Minister
of the Dominion during his short regime he"

gained the confidence and respect of the
" people. Had he been summoned to that re-
sponsible position in the prime of life, with
his bodily and mental powers in full vigor,
bhe would have acquitted himself with the
same earoestness and ability that character-
ized his career in legal and commercial
affairs, But he “was well on in years when
summoned to the arduous duties of a prime
minister, and even at that time the disease
which finally carried him off had no doubt
got a foothold in his system. Although
handicapped in this way Sir John proved
equal to the occasion. He sacrificed his own
personal comfort and interest in behalf of
his party and country, and thereby has he
won the esteem and sympathy of the Do-
minion.

Excellent Legislation—Only It Won't Work

Mr, W, H. Howland testified before the
Prohibition Commission yesterday that the
Scott Act, as adopted in Halton, was a
splendid piece of legislation. The only de-
fect about it was its failure to work in prac-
tice. The temperance people, he says,
neglected to keep alive their organizations
after the Act was passed, and so'the Act be-
came a dead letter. Mr. Howland here ad-
mits that a prohibitory liquor law is of such
a nature that it cannot be executed by the
ordinary machinery that takes care of other
enactments. It requires one-half the com-
munity to go into the detective business, to
become active agents in the administration
of the law in order to have the law enforced.
The drunkenness with which the community
is now afflicted is a lesser evil than that
which happens “a country when  the people
are ranged into two hostile camps. Prohi-
tion in theoryis an excellent law, but it has
the same cefect as the Scott Act. It fails to
work in practice.

TRADE TOPICS.

The chief topic of discussion in flnancial
circles yesterday was the passage of the Re-
peal bill in the Senate at Washington and its
bearings on the money market.

A large number “of speculators who had
bought both stocks and grain in the Ameri«
ean markets were much surprised at the
crumbling away of prices on the announce
ment that the bill had been passed. The
only explanation for the depreciation in
values is that repeal bad been discounted,
and that after the vote was taken a number
of large holders who bhad -bought securities
in the depression a couple of months ago
commenced to realize their profits.

The repeal of the Sherman Act is con-
sidered by all a wise measure, and eventually
good results are looked for. A leading
banker, when asked bis opinion by The
World, stated that **ha did not anticipate
any immediate favorable cbnuga?u the ont-

- ook in the Uuited States, but the country,
by the passage of the . bill, bad
been saved from a money panic and
general trade demoralization. Business
across the line is far from being in a satis-
factory condition, and it must needs take
time to recuperats. The good, sourd sense
of President Cleveland in adhering to his
conviction that it must be repeal or nothing
has won bim many friends on this side,”

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ON THE ALIENATION OF CHURCH
AND PLOPLE.

He Says We Are Living in the Ebbtime
of the Ohristian Church and the Ques-
tion is a Vital Ose—Approach of a
New Era—An Article,That Will Cause
a Commotion,

[From The New York Herald.]

An article that will be read and discussed
and that will exerta wide influence wherever
itisread and discussed is Dr. Charles A.
Briges’ contribution to the November num-
ber of The Forum on *“The Alilenation of
Church and People.” The question is a vital
oune, and there are few better capable of pre-
senting it in its varied aspects than Dr. Briggs.
Here is the trumpet blast with which. he
opens his manifesto;

“We arer living in the ‘ebbtime of the
Chrinhn‘éhurch. The church is ruled by
dogmaticfuns, ecclesiastics and traditional=
ists. But their day is almost over. ‘There ig:
that profounda dissatisfaction with the pre-
sent state of things, that intenss longing for
better things, that anxious quest for some-
thing higher, that readiness to follow anyone
who seems to have something new, which
berald the apotoach of & new era.”

From the rest of the article I am permitted
to make a few extracts.

Lost Confidence,

*‘The church has lost the-confidence of the
people in its ability to teach them the truth,
The church ought to be in the van of kaow-
ledge, for it is endowed with the Holy Spirit,
the guide into all the truth. Theology in
olden times was rightly regarded as- the
queen of the sciences. But theology no
longer reigns; she has not kept pace with
the progress of knowledge. She bhas pur-
sued her own independent way. She has
waged war with science and philosophy and
bas been defeated in so many battles that
science and philgSophy have gone on before
her and left her in the rear. .

“The Roman Catholic theology is too

- | medigeval

“The Protestant theolozy is too much that
Even the more

vanced types of Protestantism have be-
come stereotyped in the docirines and
methods of tne eighteenth century. The
theology of the denominations is therefore,
apart from the learning of our times, con-
fined for the most part to the office bearers
of these denominations llmd of no value or
importance to the people.

‘P'.l("hero is & Christian theology which has
appropriated in a measure the resuits of
modern thought., But this theology is
taught by a few individual teachers and its
adherents are found amoug a liberal minor-
ity in the denominations, who  have to con-
tend against - imapqmtions of heresy and
heterodoxy. Thé denominations still ad-
here in the main to the traditional theology
which the majority insist upon as the true
orthodoxy, and they resist stoutly all
changes and improvements.”

Our readers have been made acquaint-
ed with his methods, and the exposure in
Thé World of some of his schemes & week
ago has resulted in Mr, Bell’s flight from the
oity, A meeting of the . creditors was held
in Assignee Clar ’s office yesterday after-
noon, and judging from the statement pre-
sented it does uot look as if the estate will
pay five cents on the dollar.

Charles Bell came into possession of the
business in 1889, previously earried on by
his father. He then bad a cash oagihl of

and first-class oredit, but through
lack of business ability and recklessness, the
business under bis managemens never paid.
The total liabilities are $22,145, and the
agsets $10.474, leaving a deficiency of
$11,67L. How he could have lost $18,600 in
four years 1s an enigma, and the creditors
are very wrathy. Within the past few
months, however, he managed to god large
quantities of goods and hypothecated them
with warehousemen. He obtained advances
of §7162on goods valued at $12,500 from
thiree firms recently meutioned in I'ne World,
and when these get their mohey theve will
be next to nothing left for a long string of
creditors in Toronto, Montreal, New York,
Loudon and Galashiels.

The goods will_be sold by auction, and
Messrs. Darling, Digoum aud Hyslop we re
appointed inspectors of the estate at yester-
day’s meeting.

UNVEILING THE PORTRAITS.

A Large Audience Gathered at Victoria
. University Last Kvening,

The chapel of Victoria University was well
filled last evening on the occasion of the un-
veiling of the portraits of the Hon. John
Macdonald and William Gooderham. The
pictures are the work of Mr. J. W. L.
Forster, 81 King-street east, and were
ordered by the Board of Regents for the
university portrait gallery. f

Bishop Carman occupied the chair, and the
religious services” were condueted by Dr.
Reyner and Rev. Alexander Langford.

The Rev. Ghancellor Burwash gave a shor t
address on the late Senator Macdonald, de +
scribing his career from the time when ag
a youth, 50 years ago, he started life in this
city witbout patropage, and with pothing
but his steadiness a nioral qualities
to recommend him. e spoke of his success
in lifé, his acquisition of wealth, friends
and position. Dr. Burwash referred to
Senator Macdonald as an example for all
men, especially wealthy men, conciuding by
‘calling on Mr. H. A, Massey to unveil the
portrait. -

An address on the late William Gooder-
ham was given by the Rev. Dr. Potts, who

ke in much the same strain as Chancellor
urwash, Dr. Potts mentioned the singular
appropriateness of linking together the
names of William Gooderham and John
Macdonald, They had been warm friends
in life and it was very aporopriate to hang
their portraits side by side after death. Dr.
Potts then called on Mr. George A. Cox,
who was a warm personal friend of Mr.
Gooderham, % unveil Mr. Gooderham’s
portrait, which he did with a few appropri-
ate words.

The portraits themselves are two magnifi-

cent pieces of work, The colors are natur al

tions.

“How,” exclaims Dr. Briggs, “can a man
of science have any patience with the doctrine
of creation and the theories of miracles and
prophecy which are commonly taught in the
theological schools and from the Christian
pulpits? How. can-a man who has been
trained in modern psychology, metaphysics
and ethics fail to be repelled by the crude
philosopby that underlies the dogmas of the
systems of theology which are regarded as the
standards of orthodoxy? How can such a
man lopk with complacency upon the
battle over the doctrine of original sin
between creationism and traducianism, or
the discussion of the freedom of the will?
How can he eng to dishonor the
reason, to divest hi If of his i or
to assent to the unethieal dogma of imme-
diate fication, whether in this life or in
any other life? How can the man who has
been trained in modern historical investiga-
tion accept the traditional denominational
history, with so many spurious claims that
will not ber the strain of historical criti-
cism? How can the man who has been train-
ed in modern philology and in the classic
literatures do otherwise than refuss his con-
fidence to thoso -denominations which are
loud in their hostility to the literary criticism
of Holy Scripture?

“Nothing substantial of all the achieve-
meénts of Christian history will be lost in
this reconstruction of- theology which has
been undertaken by liberal theoloziaus.
Ere long they will accomplish their task,
under guidance of the Holy Spirit. Butu
until that time the alienation between the
church and modern thought will continue.
It will probably increasa in the United
States of America, rather than diminisb,
through the present generation. But early
in the next century we may hope that a new
theology will advance to the front of human
learning and will become once more the
mother and queen of all truth,”

No Worse Off.
“The toiling masses in our age are mno
worse off than were those of other ages, But
they think that they are more miserable.

And they are more miserable, for they have
learned that they are capable of better
things, and they are yearning for better
things. They are anxiously looking for a
Saviour who will redeam them from their
misery. Jesus Christ is that Baviour. His
church should bear them the glad tidings of
that salvation. The church may not work
miracles as he did, but the church may and
ought to do greater things than the imiracles
of Christ and His apostles by applying all
the resources of modern science aud modern
methods for the relief of the poverty and the
sufferings of men.”

In counciusion Dr. Briggs says:

“Some of the reasons have been presented
for the dlienation existing between church
and people in Christian lands at the present
time. Doubtless others and better ones
might be given by those who are engaged in
the newer enterprises designed to overcome
the difficulties adduced. One thing is evi-
dent to all who consider attentively the pre-
sent distressing situation, 5

“Denominationalism is the great sin and
curse of the modern church.

“*Denominationalism is responsibie for the
elaborate systems of belief which are parad-
ed as the banners of orthodoxy and which
by their contentions impair the teaching
function of the church and destroy the con-
fidence of the people in 1ts pessession of the
truth of God.

Accomplished Their Tasik,

“Denominationalism is respounsible for all
those variations of church government and
discipline, for all those historical tyrannies
and wrongs, which have undermined the
faith of the people iu the divine authority of
such imperious, se!f-complacent and mutual-
ly exclusive ecclesiastical institutions,

*Denominationalism is responsible for all
that~gaste of men and means, all those un-
holy jgalousies and frictions, all that ab-
sorption in external, formal and circum-
stantial things which disturb the moral
development of the individual and the ethic-
al advancement of the community and espe-
cially retard the great evangelistic and re-
formatory eunterprises at home and abroad.

“Liberal men in all denominations, holy
men and women in all religions agencies,
have set their wminds and hearts upon the
removal of these hindrances to the progress
of the kingdom of God. The denominations
have accomplished their historic task. There
is no longer any sufficient reason (’o&,é%eir
continued existence. They should yield their
life and their experience to a more compre-
hensive and more afficient church plan, one
that will embrace all that is best in each,
combining the executive bishop with the
legislative Presbytery and the electing
people in one comprghensive organization, in
which every form o ranny, injustice and
wrong will be stayed Wy wholesome checks
and balances, in which th& official doctrine
will be reduced to the simple sentences of the
universal catholic faith and in which con-
formity to Jesus Christ in character apnd
service will .be regarded as of vastly more
importance than conformity to doctrine,
discipline or ceremcnial. ‘Then we may hope
that the church will have regained the oji
fidence of the people in her divine authori¥
sanctity and catholicity.”
