NO PURE WATER FOR A FEW DAYS,
The Settling Basin Complete—Filling De­

layed By a Slight Accident—Official 
Inspection Made Yesterday-

The prospect of getting pure drink-, 
lng water, while drawing nearer. Is 
not definite as to date. It was expect­
ed that the filling of the reservoir 
would have been under way yesterday, 
but it will be a while yet before it is 
coraaflenced. Accidents, and other un­
foreseen happenings have oontributted 
to the delay. Last evening while the 
57 foot section of the five-foot conduit 
which is to be removed for the pur­
pose of filling the new settling basin 
was being raised to the surface one 
at the chains broke and It fell back 
Into Its old position again. This li 
the second time within the past few 
days that such a mishap has occurred.

Mayor Kennedy and. Aid. Lamb.cnalr- 
man of the Board of Works, visited 
the scene of the works yesterday and 
inspected the new settling basin. The 
dam at the north end has been com­
pleted. It Is a strong1 sand dam and 
Engineer Keating considers It likely, 
to hold well. The sides of „the basin 
have been banked and a Tilgh board 
fence is to be built around it to pre­
vent base Philistines from. swimming 
tn it. A man is to be kept In charge 
constantly.

The basin is supplied from the lake 
by the five-foot conduit which is In 
good shape and the old four-foot con­
duit, which has been cleaned out. One 
of the foremen of the works, who went 
through, it discovered a quantity of 
sand, and In one place a broken, stave, 
which, however, does no serious dam­
age. The 12 Inch and a six 
Inch pump were set to work and 
the conduit wes well sluiced out. The 
staves of the wooden intake pipe on 
the portions which have been remov­
ed are alternately oak and pine. The 
pine staves have proved the best ad- 
adopt for this purpose. , •

The settling basin Is at the present 
time filled with lake water, which Is 
being pumped at the city pumping 
station for general use. There Is 
still a large quantity of bay water be­
ing pumped from Blockhouse Bay, but 
this will be remedied when the work 
at the basin Is completed by the re­
moval of the 67-foot section, which has 
already made so much trouble. The 
steel sleeve which is to cover the break 
In Blockhouse Bay is ready to be put 
on, and this work, It Is hoped, will be 
performed to-day.
