EUROPE.

Lowpox, Sept. 18.—Turkey’s basis of
peace embraces the following points ; First
re pation of fort hela by Turkey
previous to 1857 ; second, destruction of|
fortresses constructed by Servians since
1857 ; third, investiture of Prince Milan at

tinople ; fourth, reducti of the
effective Scrvian army to 10,000 men and
three Latteries ; fifth, construction of a
railway across Servia.

Commenting upon the terms, the 7imes
declares Europe cannot permit Turkey to
oceupy theServisn fortresses which she
held until 1857. The Europcan powers
will be the best judges as to what militaryy
force Prince Milan should maintain, after
they complete their plans, For the sake
of peaee the Porte should waive the empty
form of Prince Milan doing homage to the
Sultan ; in fact the only safe condition of
the terms proposed by T'urkey is the con-
struction of a railway across Servia,

The Turkish Government propose to
issue paper money to the value of forty
million dollars, and Servia will also issue.

Loxpox, Sept. 16.—The Z%imes publishes
a letter from Mr. Gladstone, dealing with
the recent speeches of Lord Derby on the
Eastern question. Mr. Gladstone finds
fault with the Government for mercly pro-
testing and remonstrating, and concludes
with this declaration :—¢¢ The time has
come to say : You must let Europe define
what is just and then enact it.’

The writer expresses a  belief that cir-
cumstances now demand an early re-as-
sembling of Parliament.

Seuwit, Sept. 17.—The Turkish Govern-
ment lias ordered all commanders to dis-
continue hostilities uutil further notice ;
and Prince Milan has sent similar orders
to General Tchernayeff and other Servaian
commanders.

No limit to the duration of the armistice
is gpecified ,but either party may terminate
it by giving notice. There was great acti-
vity among foreign consuls all day ; many
cipherd espatches passed between Belgrade,
London and Constantinople. The Porte
has confidentially notified the powers of
its final determination to redress the griev-
ances of the Christians,

Loxpox, Sept. 18 —A despatch from
Belgrade says T'chernayeff's army on Sa-
turday proclaimed Prince Milan King of
Servia.

There are numerous conflicting accounts
of the views of the Powers in regard to the
Turkish proposals.

A Berlin despatch says the Turkish terms
are disapproved of, but as the Powers fail-
ed to'concert a common programine, the
immediate result of the Turkish demand
will be nothing worse than a continuance
of the Scrvian war and an inercase of the
Russian camp.

It is not apprehended that Russia will
carry out her threat of direct intenference,
80 long as the Servians hold Belgrade and
Alexinatz, and as the autumnal rains are
commencing, the Serviaus are pretty safe
if they can hold out a few weeks longer.
What Russia might do were the Servians
to sustain a crushing defcat before being
rescued by the weather isa different ques-
tion,
