If it should prove to be Albertite
it would be of great value and, even if
merely ordinary coal it would become a
mine of great wealth for Parrsboro if found
in'large quantities.

The Freight Market.

G0OD NEWS FOR THE OWNESS OF SHIPS.

The geemingly universal demand for
vessels, and scarcity of tonnage in npearly
all the chief shipping centres of the world
bave caused o general advance in freights.
The change is 50 marvellous that it can

rhardly be realized. Only a fow mon.hs
ago, sbhipping property was rated very low,
but the turn has come for the larger class
of vessels, and consequently ship owners
are far tfrom despondent. It is bardly
to be wondered at that shipping mon are
imbued with new life when it is taken into
consideration that within seven months
large and first-class ve-sels salled from
New York in ballast for Bristol Channel
ports to load coals for South America at
18s. Now oil freights at New York are
quoted at from 48. 3d. to 4s. 9d. to U K.
and continent, while from Cardiff to Rio
Janeiro 243, has recently been paid for
carryiog coal, witb 29s. offéring for Monte-
video,anG 27s. 91, for Bpevos Ayres.
These are the hizhest rates obtained since
1883. The reported sbortage of the wheat
producing districts of the old countries is
stimulating the freght market on the
Pacific coasts, Grain rates at San Fran-
cisco for'U. K. and continent are now
quoted 428, 6d. for iron vessels, and 37s,
8d. for wooden vesseis,

The coal trade of Japan is being devel-
oped to such an extent that it is openipg
up & new trade for sbips, and, nodoubt, in
a short time Australia will find Japan a
keen competitor in the markets of the east

_as well as on the Pacific coast.— Recorder.

The most important question that is now
agitating the public miod in the Dominion
is that of Protection vs. Unrestricted Reci
procity. Protection to native mdustry is
pothing more nor less than a system of
robbery, a legalized plan to take the money
out of the pockets of the masses and put
it into the coffers of the few. In other
words the system compels the poor to con-
tiibute to the augmentation of the fortunes
of » few wealthy capitalists. The latter
are deeply interested in making the public
believe that the peeple of Canada do not
pay the duties imposed on foreign produce
aud wanufactures ; that the tax is paid by
the foreign exporter. I bave In my pos~
session a little work written by Augustus

of this subject in so masterly a manner that
to the mind of any intelligent man it must
be eutirely conclusive, The following is
an extract therefrom :—

« If it were possible for a nation to tax
foreign industry, it is most wonderful that
such a scheme, which would shift the un-
pleasant burden of taxation from our own
to other peoples’ shoulders, ehould not be
universally resorted to. Why should the
native be taxed at all if the necessary
taxes can be levied on the foreigner? What
aro statesmen about that they do not raise
the entire revenue of the country by taxing
foreign industry 7 The fact is that to tax
foreign industry is a sheer impossibility,
and to faucy that it can be done is one of
those delusions which only exist as long as
they escape examination. * Ob! but it is
possible,’ interposes a Protectionist ; ¢ it is
done every day. The United States of
America tax toreign industry through their
import duties on foreign goods, and . in
1880 they levied from this source a revenue
of $186,000,000, equal to £37,000,000.

Here then we join issue. The Protecs
tionist maintains that this enormous
amount of Customs' duties levied in the
United States on foreign commodities falls
upon, and is borne by, the foreign pro-
ducers : while we maintain that it falls
upon, and is borae by, the American con-
sumers. Evidently one of us must be
egregiously wrong. The gnestion is var.
rowed to » very simple issue, and there
ought to be no difficulty in solving it. Let
us look into it caretully, and, to avoic com-
plexity, let us take some average article
as a type of the rest. In 1880 the United
States iwported, chiefly from England,
cotton manufactured goods to the value of
$25,723,000 (£5,200,000), on which the
customs’' duty levied on admission at
American ports amounted to $9,976,000
(nearly £2,000,000), which is equivalent
to an average import duty of 384 per cent.
ad valorem on the amount imported,

Now, then, comes the question, who
pays that £2,000,000 of duty? It the

Protectionist is right, the American con-

sumers do not pay it, but only pay the
£5,200,000 which is the current value of
the goods imported at their place of pro-
duction, plus the freight. The £2,000,000
of duties ‘¢ constitute a tax on British in-
dustry, and are paid by the British pro-
ducer.’’ The latter consequently only re-
ceives £3,200,009 in payment tor gouds of
which the current value in Lancashire is
£5,200,000. He is actually content to ac-
cept in America £3,200,000 for what be
can get £5,200,000 elsewbere. This is
the Protectionist view. Does it accord
with common sense ? Merely to state it
clearly is a refutation. Do Eoglish maou-
facturers make two prices—one for the
general market, and anoiber, 383 per cent.
cheaper, for the American markets? Or
are their profits so enormous that they can
allow a disconnt of 38} per cent. to the
American buyers, and still make sufficient
profit to induce them to continue the trade
year atter year ?

Let us take another article. In 1880 the
United States imported pig iron to the
value of $11,619,000 (£2,300,000) oo
which the Cusioms’' duties amounted to
$4,318,000 (£863,000), equivalent to &
duty of 36} per ceot. ad valorem. Cau any
one for A moment imagine that our iron
masters could aftord to supply the Ameri-
can market at prices 36} per cent, below
those current at home and would go on
doiug #o year after year ? It is patent to
all who bave auy koowledge of trade (1)
that the average profits on all our large
staple commodities are kept within very
woderate limits by the pressure of compe-
tition, and (2) tbat, as a rule, those
markets which do not afford that moderate
margin of profits ceaze to be resorted to.
But that the producers of such articles
will continue to send them to a market
where they can ounly get within 36 or 38
per cent. of what they get elsewhere is an
assertion which, although it may possibly
be believed by the assertors themselves, is
quite too beavy a demand on average
human credulity.

Steel rails are not admitted into the
United States under a duty of 90 per cent.
ad valerem; 8o that, on the assumption
that import duties * constitute a tax on
the foreign producers and are paid by
them '’ the British steel producers are
coutent for every hundred pounds’ worth
that they send out to receive back ounly
£10. On that assumption, was it gener-
osity or foolisbness that induced tbhem to
send out to America in 1880, on terms
equivalent to giving them away, a quantity
ot steel rails of no less an amount than
$1,644,000 7 If iron be as cheap in
America as it is bere—as it ought to be,
barring a trifle of freight, if the "Protec-
tionist assumption be correct—wby have
the American ¢hip-bulding industry and
their ocean~carrying trade collapsed ?

I'o revert, bowever, to the £5,200,000
worth of English cotton goods imported
into America in 1880, on which an imgport
duty of £2,000,000 had to be paid, it is
perfectly clear tbat those goods were not
gent to America to make a loss of £2,000,-
000, but they were sent because the cur-
rent prices ruling in America for such
goods made it probable that they would
realize there an amouut sufficient to cover
(1) the cost, (2) the freight and charges,
and (3) an average trade profit. Other-
wise, where are the madmen to be founud
who would, year after year, send out that
amount of goods to bear a large amount
of loes ? The trade would not be carried
oun at al! unless the American consumers
paid for those goods nt least £7,700,000 ;
vis. i
£5,200,000 for the cost of the goods in

Eogland.
2,000,000 paid for iraport duty to the
Customs in America,
500,000 (at least) freight, charges, and
profits,
£7,700,000.

At anythiog less than that, the goods
would leave no profit, and a trade that
leaves, no profit gnickly dies out. The
same process of reasonlug applies to all
cases, and to all countries, in which ao
import duty is levied on foreign commodi~
ties. The duty is paid, not by the pro-
ducers in the exporting countries, but by
the consumers in the ymporting.country.

It is clear that the American producers
of that class of cotton goods which we
have above referred to as imported from
Eogland were unable to produce them for
less than £7,700,000 ; or else why should
the American consumers have paid that
amount for British goods? Heoce it
follows that if, from any cause, such im-
portation of those British goods were to
cease, the American cousumers woula still
have to pay £7,700,000 for them to the
pative manufacturer, while the United
States Government would lose the £3,000,-
000 per anvum which it now receives for
import duties,’’ 4.
