137 50Manual Training Schools.

Boston, Jan. 12—Prof. James W. Robert­
son, commissioner of dairying and agricul­
ture for the Dominion of Canada, who has 
been in this city superintending the ship­
ping of hay to South Africa for the British 
government has taken the opportunity to 
visit our small training schools in connection 
with the plans for the introduction of similar 
methods of instruction in Canada. On Sat­
urday Prof. Robertson purchased of a Bos­
ton concern the necessary equipment for 
twelve manual training centres in various 
•provinces. For a long time Prof. Robertson 
has been interested in the plan for the in­
troduction of manual and the expansion of 
practical instruction as a means of increasing 
the number of young men who will be anxi 
out to secure a more advanced scientific 
education.

Sir William C. MacDonald, of Montreal, 
who had given about $2,500,000 to the Me 
GUI University, has provided Prof. Robert­
son with the funds necessary for the equip 
ment of the schools and also to meet the ex­
penses of qualified teachers and of main­
tenance for three years in these places. In Ot­
tawa there will be equipped and 
for three years as many centres as are 
required to give all the boys, numbering 
•bout one thousand, between tbe ages of 
nine and fourteen, in the public schools, an 
opportunity to receive the Sloyd training.

Schools will also be established at Brock- 
ville, Ont.; Charlottetown and Summereide, 
P. E. I.; a place in the Province of Quebec; 
•Truro, N^S. ; Fredericton, N. B ; Winnipeg, 
j(s8.; Calgary* N. VV. T., and at a place in 
■British Columbia. Thoroughly trained and 
.experienced teachers of high attainment will 
fce brought at first from England, Scotland 
snd the United States. Next summer it is 
proposed to pay the expenses of several 
teachers from Canada to Great Britain and 
Mwsssuto take the course of training there, 

't& see for themselves the educational syst 
and methods of those countries. At the end 
pf three years the practicability of the sv 
will have been fully demonstrated, and 
ether countries, probably, will be made a 
part of the educational studies under the 
pobool authorities.
