“I hope
you will do s William asks,’ ’ said
Charles Kindt, liiting the bandage
from his eves. 1 may not always be
blind, One eye may yet be saved. I
do not want my brother punished, for
be did ot know what he was doing
when he cut me’’  Similar pleas had
been made by the brothers when the
case was frst made by the court sev-
eral duys and Judge Brown then took
thy matter into consideration. When
the Lrothers sgain pleaded he capitu-
lated, and arranged for the release of
the dcfender on the terms stated.
