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49. ANGUS MACAULAY’S.

Beside Orr Lake, on lot 68, concession 1, Flos. (Angus Macaulay,
owner), may be seen the remains of another village, situated here
evidently for convenience in fishing and trapping. Several artificial |
holes occur here in the surface of the grognd. The usual relics have
been found, besides beads (some of Eurof»ea.n make), iron tomahawks,
pieces of brass kettles, etc. Some of the ashbeds had a depth of
several feet. Two refuse heaps (about 200 feet affart) were conspicu-
ous; they were almost circular, and over them large maple, trees had

grown.
