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On Tuesday o monster gathering of
the Catholics of Winmipes and sur-
rounding country mwarched m a body
to the Government buildngs to lay
boefore the Ministers their petition for
tho re-establishment of Separate
Schools. The deputation was received
by Mecssrs. Greeuway, Cameron und
MoMillan. After the petition had
been read Mr. Greenway promeged to
roturn a written answer 1n a few days.,
More than five thousand numes were
sppended to the petition, which was
over threo hundred feet in length.
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The petition is as follows :—** We,
the undersign«d Catholics of the prov
inco of Manitoba do respectfully re-
pregent,

“1. That we are unable, from mo-
tives of conscientioug convietion, to
participate in, or derive benefit from,
the system of educa'ion as now carried
on under the Pubhic School Act of
1890, and amendments thereto.

9, That the heavy pecuniary sac-
rifices with which Catholics through.
out the province have been burdened
in consequence of the laws for the last
four years, even through ihe financial
stringency of the presunt time, must
remove any doubt as to the carnestness
of their feelings, aud convince your
Government of the gravity of thur
gricvances.

« 8. That without sharing your peti
tioners' religious convictiuns that the
taxation of Catholics for schoeols,
acceptable only to Protestants, is most
oppressive and unfair, your Govern-
ment must {eel that they can no longer,
in their own conscience, legitimately
carry on that system, the resalt of
which 18 unjust and oppressive.

4, Therefore, your petitioners, as
freeborn British subjects, do enter their
firm and solemn protest against this
unfair treatment at your hands, and
do vespectfully and earnestly pray that
your Government take into ther
serions considoration the grievances of
tho Catholics of this province, and do
psass such lemslation as may be
necessary to remedy such grievances
to their full extent, and to assure to
the said population the respect of
their rights and conroientious feelings,
the uso of their school taxes, of their
legitmate share of the public money
voted for educational purposcs in this
province. And your pelitioners, asin
duaty bound, will ever pray.”

At the meeting to arrange for the
deputation {0 wait upon Mr. Green.
way, Father Langovin announced that
Archbighop Tache had urged the need
for a great Catholic demonstration
only two weeks prior to his death.
« This delegation,” said Father Lan.
gevin, ** is tho realization of the wish

of Archbishop Tache. Brethren, you

know we have been wronged as Catho-
lice; oven ouwstders admit it too.
Othiers will ey that we Catholics are
no men, that we are not frce men, if
we do not como forth and stand uvo
for our rights, A Catholic, who
would uot join in this demonstration,
would not be a man ; and adver:aries
would despise him ; he would be un.
worthy tho namo of Catholic. All the
Catholies of the Dominion will kuow
that you, Catholics of Manitoba, have

The letter
impresses upon the DBishops the need
for personal knowledge of the fitness
of any priest befure he s allowed full
liberty m the preparation of s dig.
courses. The eclerey are reminded
that tho Bible aud the Doctors of the
Church aro the fountains from which

pulpit ~loquence should be drawn and
not pleasant sounding words such s
progress, country, modern science,
‘The preacher is thero not necessarily
to fill the church with people, but to
labor that the soul be not empty of
grace. Some of our denomnational
friends who do not shrink from starv-
ing out an unattractivo speaker would
find small meed of comfort in the
deliveranve.

Bishop Scannell of Omaha having
closed St. Paul's Church there some
of the parishioners applied for an
wjunction to restrain. The issue is
now in course of trial, the Dishop
being charged with contempt in not
obeying the mandate of the vourt. It
is to be hoped that thie law will sustain
the rights of the Episcopate in Church
mattera.
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Dielegates from all the countries of
IEurope usscnbled at Liege on April 6
and ¢ last, and framed a declaration
of the position of Catholies on the
question of the temporal power of the
Pope. This declaration has just been
made public an.l is as follows:

4 1. The temporal sovercignty of the Holy
~eu is demanded buth by justice aad by
right. 2. This soverelgnty is indispensablo
to the independence of the Holy Soc in the
gusernment of the Charch. 3. Thetempural
sovoreignty of the Pope is the guarantee of
liberty of conscience for Catholics throughont
the world. 1. Tho authonty of the Holy
See, strongthened by his own indepondenco,
and over Letter acknowledged and listened
to by the nations, will contributo {n tho
most ctlicient manner to tho maintenance of
peice and to the reconcillation of peoplos
aund clazses of socicty as woll as to the pro-
gress of civilizatlon. 5. The greatness and
digoity of Italy are not threatened, tut aro
rather assured by the independenco of the
Holy See—in tho words of Leo XIII, ¢“a
divino institution to which she is bound by
soino sprcial desigos of God.”

The French Minister of Foreign
Affairs bas reccived the intclligence
that I“ather Jean Maric Jozeau, priest
of the forvign missions, and milsion-
ary apostolic in Carea, was barbarously
murdered on the 16th of July, by
<ome disbanded Chinese soldiers. The
martyred priest was born at Poictiers
in 1566,

It is reported that the Holy See has
directed the vicars apostolic of China,
Japan and Corea to act with extreme
prudence so as not to afford any excuse
for persceuting measures agsinst the
('atholic missions.

Sir Frunk Suwith met with a very
serious accident on Monday. In com-
pany with Colonel Mason Sir Frank
was iwaking an inspection of some

of the buildings of the Home
Savings aud Loan Co. Crossing the
Street Railway tracks in  Brewery
hollow they did not observe a car
which was coming at tremendous
speed. Defore the bupgy could cross
it was struck aud smashed. Sir Frank
was dragged for some distance. Ex.
aminuation proved threo ribs to be
hroken. At last report he was doing
very well, and it 13 hoped that his
well known vigor of constitution will
ennble him soon to be about.
