ou put the h in “Skibboleth,” just as wo

My eyes .are brown, Sir, while my
wife's are blue; my complexion is dark,
while her's 18 fair, She is ** porfectly love-
ly,” whilo I am just as you see e, but
for all this, one of your good and truthfal
mexn, pronounced US one SOMO FEATS 80
and one wo were, aud one wo have re-
malaed, And so far as any differonco is
conecerned, I sce no reason why your
Ohurch and outs might not stand up to-
gether and join hands and sl:gbt mutaal
{roth, and have you, My, Moderator, aesist.
ed it might be by vur beioved Moderswor, por-
form the simple cerexsony,sud in the name
of Gcd pronounce us one.  And so perfoot
would the union be, that in a yesr or two
it would be as impossible for a sttanger to
tell who belongs to whickh Church, as it is
for mo & stranger heroe, to singloout in this
Assembly tho representatives ot the vaxious
hodies that bave coalesced to form this
perfectly united whole.

But thé old folks might have objections
to our being wedded, And I am not sure
but thie degree of consanguinity 18 too close
to admit ot such a thing—yes it is. We
aro children of the same parent stock, So
the relationship hetween us must be of
another, yet an equally delightful, kind.
And ont of thatrelationship must grow the
greateat blossings to the oauee of God and
man.

According to a beautiful old legend two
brothers once owned barvest fields which
Iny side by side, in & certain pari of Pales-
fine. The grain was cud sud the sheaves
were atanding thiek on either field. As
one of the brothers 1aid his head npon the

And
the logend hath it that il was on the spot
which marked thelr meeling place, that
Solomon's temple was afterwards built.
Oh it is when brethren of different Churches
oherish toward each other the kindeat
thoughts and wishes while they labor in
separafe fields, that over the boundary
lines that scem to divide them, the temple
of truth and of God will be silontly and
graudly reared.

a4 your name is meniioned, and attempt

suy adcount i wafted aoross to ns of your
vontinual prosperity.

REACTIONARY OPINION REGARD-
ING THE REFORMATION.

In harmony with the views of Mr. Rylo
as get forth in his vecent addresson '* What
the Reformation has done for us,” from
which wo gave copious oxtracts last weelk,
wo find the following well-considered and
timoly remarks in an address latoly de
livered bofore the Young Men's Ohristian
Assosiation of the town of Airdrie, Scotlan g,
by Liord Monorieff :—

«Tn some observations which I saw at
tributed to bim the othor day, Oardinal
Manning, of whom I should wish to speak
with all porsonal respect a8 & man of intel-
leot and culture, said that the people of this
country had for three ocenturies been de-
prived of their birthright—meaning the
Roman Catholic Churoh. Now, in saying
this, the Cardinal made one historical mis.
take. The people of this conniry wore not
doprived of anything at the Reformation.
It was their own aot-—an aol of whioch they
have not repented, even to this day. (Ap-
plause.) For reasons which seemed to them
80 ovgent sd to be worthy € danger, and
oven to death ia thonr eupport, they
threw off the yek>» of Pcp ry, and have
sternly vemsted suy sttempi to reimpose it.
It is in vain to speak of this great event as
if it wero the fruit of violenoe from without.
It was a movement which, although in some
respeots accidental as to time or ciroum-
gtance, was the oulminating of deep and
earnest oonviction on the part of the nation
of England, as well as on this side the
Tweed, that the continuance of the system
they rejected was inoompatible .with their
most cherished interests. I do not coplain
that » Roman Oatholic takes a different
view, beoause of conrse he must do so to be
consistent. I complain not of the attacks
from without, but of the hesitation, and
doubt, and {ampering within—of two olasses
of opinione, one within the professing Pro-
testant pale but tending to Rome; the other
also within the professing Protestant pale,
but tending to free thinking—the one mak-
ing light of the differences between Rome
and Protestantism; the other regsrding
both as equally bigoted, equally intemper-
ate, and equally intolerant. I think that is
a reaotionary opinion of & very dangerous
and a very ungrateful kind. If those who
hold these opinions only open that page of
history whioh I have been recommending,
and seo the progress of the human race since
the Reformation, avd enquire whenoe
sprang the impulee to which any progress
is attributable, I think they wonld find
good reaton for not tampering with ‘the
great principles whioch our forefathers con-
tended for and trinmphantly earried into
effect. They were simply these :—~-The
Word of God in the vernacular, the right of
private judgment, liberty of speech, liberty
of action, constitutional freedom, the prin.
ciple of toleration, the spread of eduoation
through all ranks, and last and grestest of
all, what to s ceriain extent is onlyin its
dawn uwnong us at this moment, that sosinl
sympathy which binds man to man and
oclaes to class, and makes an electrio chain
that rans from one end of the community
to theother, (Applause.) I also intended
to-night to have said something as to the
eoolesiastical policy of this country—I mean
Scotland—and to have illustrated the wie-
dom and the foresight of those who laid the
broad foundation of the Protestant faith in
Scotland—the thorough nature of the Re-
formation and the perfeot and symmetrioal
plan on which our original ecolesiastioal
polity was founded; and I should also
have taken notice of reforms that have been
suggeated—not certainly iwmprovements to
y mind—but new cresds, new confessions,
down even to & movement which I don't
suppose 13 very general, but which appar-
ently is very earnestin the quarters where it
isentertained, that eitherthe sermons should
be shorter or there should be no germons at
all. (Laughter.) Ali thege aro interesiing
putjects, regarding which I may have some-
thing to may at another time. Meanwhile,
my object bas been to give to the young men
who form this association a ready means—
without great learning, or great seholarsbip,
or great stndy—of satielying themselves as
to the fruuts of the opinions of whioh I have
been speaking, and lam perfectly cerfain
they will find nothing more consolatory,
or tending more to fortify their faith, than
the courto of study I bave been recommend.
ing. (Lioud spplause.)”

All the thoughts of worldly men are em-
ployed, all their care is taken up, all their
time bestowed, all their means apent, in
purchasing, or somo way procuring unto
thernselves (as they oall it) a fortuue, an
estato of land of inheritance or lease for
term of years or life; all which are yet aub.
jech to a thousand oalamities, Lot us then
rather look after heavey, aud labour for the
stato of grace, which is paat all hazard, be-
ing assured unto us by the handwriting of
God, and the seal of His blessed Spirit; an
esiate not for a term of years, bat for slern-

ity; an estate that is subjeot neither to #be

oorrnptios of moths, uor bankrapt dobtors,
nor plundering thieves snd robbors; but
suoch &y eanuot bu spoiled by hostile inva-
sion, nor wrung from us by power, nor won
by Iaw, nor morigaged by debt, nor im-
aired hy publio ealamitios nor ohauged bg
"inixfs and parlismeats, nor vielatod by deat
self,
