the circuastances of the seizure, identîty of the item seized

and integrt of its conditions, and continuity of possession

thereof.

3. Sucb certifications may be admissible in evidence in a

judicial proceeding in the Requestîng State as proof of the truth

of the matters certif ied therein, in accordance with the law of

the Requesting State.

4. No item seized shall be provided to the Requesting State

until tbat State bas agreed to sncb terma and conditions as may

be required by the Requested State to protect third party

interests in the item to be transferred.
