There is no limit concerning 
the number of exchange participants, but usually about three to seven students participate in 
the exchange. Last year 3 students from each university studied at the partner university. 
Applicants are screened by a committee of representatives from the university and the 
“Akademisches Auslandsamt" in Tübingen and by the university committee at McMaster. 
The program includes a tuition waiver and for German students, an allowance is available 
towards travel expenses which is paid by the Land Baden-Württemberg if students are in 
need. The host university assists in finding suitable accommodation. Participants may be 
offered a job as teaching assistants by the host university.
Students usually remain enrolled at their home university but with leave status.
