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CANADA TO HOLD IWC 100TH ANNIVERSARY SESSIO N

Canadian Wheat Board Minister Hazen Argue
announced today Canada will host the 100th session of
the International Wheat Council . The event will be
held in Ottawa June 25 to 27 under the joint snonsorship
of Deputy Prime Minister and Secretary of State for
External Affairs, Allan J .
