Statutes of Canada intituled an Act respecting
the House of Commons.

It is desirable to
have it printed at an early day. 1 would"
like to ask alsosthe Minister of Agriculture
whether or not the correspondence, orders
of council and so forth, asked for last
year in connection with the treaty with
Japan will be laid upon the table at once.
Last year the matter was referred to on four
different occasions. The hon. gentleman will
tind it referred to in Vol, 4, pages 6654,
7816 and 7908; and in Vol. 5, pages 8385.
What I asked last year was that we should
have the copies of the orders in council
referred to in these discussions, and also
any correspondence which has taken place
on the subject, together with a copy of the
new treaty which I understood was to be
laid on the table to-day but has not been
prought down. If my hon. friend will have
attention given to this request at an early
date, T shall be much obliged.

Sir WILFRID LAURIER. With regard
to the treaty, we have received a cable sta-
ting it was signed the 31st January, but the
treaty has not been received yet. To-morrow
the Minister of Railways will make his
annual statement concerning the Intercolon-
ial Railway.

Mr. W. F. MACLEAN. Is it the inten-
tion of the right hon. gentleman to continue
the sittings of the special committee regard-
ing telephones appointed last session ?

Sir WILFRID LAURIER. No, it is not
the intention. The committee is exhausted.
