10981, Hansard) that "on the 6th Sep-
tember last Mr. Duchemi!n helti six investiga-
C~ons between three o'ciock and six o'clock in
the afternoon In a house at New Canipbeilton,
or Big Bras d'Or, and rendered six separate
and distinct bis, amounting to over one hun-
tlre<l dollars for three heurs' work."

His account, dated Zlst October last, shows
that he chargeti for six days' services for por-
tions of September 2nti, Sth, 6th, 7th, 9th, lith
andi l2th in conducting Investigations at Little
Bras d'Or andi New CamPbellton.
