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has either misled the house today or else he
misled the house during the debate on the
Cape Breton Development Corporation. I
should like to explain why I think this to be
the case.

Along with members of the New Demo-
cratic party I advocated the takeover of Syd-
ney Steel by the Cape Breton Development
Corporation. We pressed the matter in this
chamber, and on that occasion the statement
was made, not only by the Minister of Na-
tional Health and Welfare but by the Minis-
ter of Energy, Mines and Resources, that the
legislation was broad enough to cover almost
any contingency, including the takeover of
Cape Breton steel. I hear the hon. member
for Burnaby-Richmond say “That is right”.
He has a better memory, I think, than has
the Minister of National Health and Welfare.
In those circumstances the onus is upon the
minister to clarify the situation. Either he
misled the house today or he did so a few
weeks ago when we discussed this important
item. The Minister of Energy, Mines and
Resources said the legislation was broad
enough to cover anything, even the objective
desired by the hon. member for Cape
Breton—

Mr. Speaker: Order.

Mr. Muir (Cape Breion North and Vic-
toria): I think we should hear from the Min-
ister of National Health and Welfare with
regard to this matter.

Mr. MacEachen: I do not wish to pursue
this question very far, because there is no
question of privilege and there is no incon-
sistency between the position I am taking
today and the one I took on the bill. When
hon. members opposite, including members of
the N.D.P.,, were arguing that the Cape Bret-
on Development Corporation should own and
operate this mill I said I agreed this was a
capability and a possibility under that law.
That is true; no one disputes it. I have also
said that I do not regard this as an appropri-
ate function of the corporation.

Some hon. Members: Hear, hear.

Mr. Speaker: I am sure the exchange
which has taken place between the hon.
members and the minister has established the
correctness of the ruling I made earlier, that
there was no question of privilege. I will not
take the time of members by reading citation
113 of Beauchesne’s fourth edition, except
perhaps for the first sentence. No; I will not
even read the first sentence.
