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Could he say whether he anticipates any new develop-
ments in the Quebec-Ottawa case concerning government
priority in the f ield of cable television?

Hon. Gérard Pelletier <Minister of Commrunications):
Mr. Speaker, I can only repeat to the hon. member that we
do anticipate developments in the matter of communica-
tions with ail provinces and that we shaîl meet as a
federal-provincial conference on November 27 and 28.

MOr. Mette: Mr. Speaker, I wish to direct a supplementa-
ry question to the Minister of Communications.

Could he advise the House whether he has considered
the possibility of granting Quebec a sort of special status
in this area?

Mr. Pelletier (Hochelaga): No, Mr. Speaker. Such a
possibility will not be examined during the forthcoming
conference. Instead, we shail try to agree on national and
provincial objectives in the area of communications and
see how these could be conciliated-

Right Hon. ,J. G. Diefenbaker (Prince Albert): Mr.

External Affairs. In view of the latest economic reports to
the effect that the rich nations are getting richer and the
poor poorer, and that poverty has become a way of life in
the past few years to a degree flot anticipated, what is the
present position of the government of Canada with refer-
ence to a world food bank? What contributions, if any, has
Canada tentatively agreed to make to such a world
organization?

Hon. Mitchell Sharp (Secretary of State for External
Affairs): Mr. Speaker, the right hon. gentleman may have
noticed, or perhaps he has not, but when I was speaking to
the United Nations General Assembly, I supported the
latest initiative of the food and agriculture organization
for a study of the idea of having f ood reserves, a world
f ood bank or something of that nature. I also supported
the initiative of Dr. Kissinger, the Secretary of State of the
United States, who had proposed a world food conference.
Therefore, I think I arn on the same side as the right hon.
member in believing this will be one of the most important
problems facing the world in the future.

Mir. Diefenbaker. The minister, of course realizes, does
he not, that under my administration I brought that sub-
ject before the NATO organization in 1957, and before the
United Nations in 1960, and at that time the Liberal Party
opposed it.
