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and with other interested parties. I will be meeting with
M-Trac itself tomorrow morning.

As far as the report from the Department is concerned, I
will ckeck and see. I do not know what the distribution has
been. If it has been distributed to Members, I will make sure
the Hon. Member receives one, because I think it is a useful
document or evidence to put forward. I am trying to achieve,
particularly by using the offices of the inspector general, a
more independent point of view because each of the major
groups involved has its own special interest and perspective. I
want to make sure we get one which covers everything and
comes out with a series of recommendations on which I can
act. Therefore, I will keep the Hon. Member informed.
