WHEREAS it has been made to appear to this League that a 
certain Moving Picture called "Dinty" now being shown at the Allen 
Theatre is most objectionable to the British and Protestant people 
of this Country by reason of the Propaganda in the advertising of a 
religious denomination and the pushing of Irish-Amerlean Propaganda 
and exhibiting the Stars and Stripes to the exclusion of the Union 
Jack.

A2ÏD WHEREAS Moving Pictures of this particular denomination 
have been continuously presented at most of our Moving PictuBe Houses# 

BE IP THEREFORE RESOLVED that this League hereby puts itself 
on record as being opposed to any religious denomination whatsoever 
using the Picture Screens as a means for Advertising and for Propaganda 
purposes#

AND this League further objects to the American or any other 
flag being continually shown on the Screens to the exclusion of our 
own flag the Union Jack, and this League gmatly regrets that British 
and Canadian films are rarely exhibited, and that American and Irish- 
Amerioan Patriotic music is played to the exclusion of our own music.
