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The countries from which the immigrants came in 1863,—
Tvere, from England and Wales, 6,317 ; Ireland, 4,949 ; Scotland,

3,969; Germany, 3,058 ; Norway and Sweden, 1,113; and 23

from other countries. The amount of cash brought into Canada
by European immigrants in 1863, as reported to the Emigration

office at Quebec, was $38,210. The immigrants to Canada during

the last two years have been of a much better class than formerly.

The total immigration to Canada in 1863, was 28,719, of which

5,000 are reported to have gone to the States ; the remaining

23,719 settled in this colony. Many of the immigrants prefer en-

tering Canada by the circuitous path via Portland in preference

to that by the St. Lawrence, which is both shorter and cheaper.

The total number arrived in New Brunswick from 1844 to 1862,

both inclusive, was 59,983. In 1847 the number was 14,879 ; in

the previous year it was 9,765 ; in 1854 it was 3,440. In 1860,

only 323 entered the Province ; in 1862 the number was 676.
