.In the guard house at Exhibition cam
there are nine conscientious objectors,
that is, draftees who for conscientious
reasons, have refused to enter upon mili-
tary training. The nine include the man
arrested by the Dominlod police in To-
ronto a few days ago, who had disre-
garded the official notice to report to
the colors because he ‘could take no
orders from any earthly king.” . It is
understood the nine ‘‘objectors’” are to
he sent overseas wjith the first draft
which leaves Exhibition camp.

Attention is drawn by the military au-
thorities to an order which relates to the
transferring of sick soldiers to hospitals,
The order reads as follows: ‘‘The men
of each unit sent to hospital will be ac-
companied by a non-commigsioned officer,
who will take with him the sick reports
and medical history sheets.’” In addition
to the clothes he i= wearing, a man ad-
mitted to hospital will take with’ him *“his
devotional books, hair brush, comb, razor,
shaving brush, tooth' brush, ‘blacking
brushes, tin of blacking and great coat.”

The death is reported at 'Exhibition
camp of Corp. C, E. Adams, from pneu-
monia, He enlisted in.New York at the
British Recruiting Mission and joi{!ed the
1st Central Ontario Regiment in Toronto
