TimeMobile Ala., Nov. 4.—Jack Dempsey, 

world's heavyweight champion, signed an 
agreement in Mobile today to fight Joe 
Beckett, the English heavyweight cham­
pion, in New Orleans, next March 17, ac­
cording to announcement here tonight by- 
Dominick Tortorich, New Orleans, fight 
promoter. The bout is conditional on 
Beckett winning his forthcoming fight 
with Georges Carpentier, the French 
champion.

The bout will be for twenty rounds and 
Dempsey, Tortorich announced, will" re­
ceive 1125,000 as his share.

The champion affixed his signature to 
a contract after a conference here today 
between Jack Kearns, his manager, and 
Tortorich. The conference, It was said, 
was brief and Dempsey quickly assented 
to the conditions and purse following the 
agreement between Kearns and the pro­
moter.

Beckett will meet Carpentier in De­
cember. Tortorich said that should Car­
pentier win, he would instruct his rep­
resentative in London to attempt to sign 
a contract immediately for the French 
Champion to meet Dempsey.
