Winnipeg, Sept. 2—The farming in-
terests of the West along the C.P.R.
and branch lines are now actively en-
gaged in the harvesting .of the orop,
which is assuredly one which augurs
well for the prosperity of the country.
The latest bulletin report issued hy
the C.P.R. to-day shows that the cut-
ting operations are general, while
threshing has been commenced in a
few sections.

Senators Want Cities to Have
Right to Order Wires Placed

Underground.

Ottawa, Sept. 2—(Special)—Clauses
5, 6 and 7 of the Railway Bill, regard-
ing works for the general advantage of
-Canada, were subjected to a keen analy-
sis in the senate to-day. Senator Belque
moved to strike out Clauses 5 and 6,
providing that railways crossing or
connecting with federal lines shall only
come under federal furisdiction so far
as the crossings and conmections and
the rough traffic are concerned, Th2

amendment also provided that the fed-
eral government should not exercise
power over thru freight on provincial
government railways without obtaining
the consent of the provincial govern-
ment,

_ Senator Scott favored thig, as he be-
lieved the original clauses. trenched on
provincial rights, Senator Lougheed pro-
tested against amy attempt at delega=
tion of authority by parliament.

Senator Dandurand said he preferred
to lean toward provincial automony,

Senator McMullen suggested that the
question be deferred to the Supreme
Court,

The amendment carried.

Put Wires Undergrounnd,

Senator Beique moved another im-
portant amendment, which was accept-
ed in the face of considerable hostility.
It provides that: “Whenever any city,
Aown or incorporated village is desirous
of having lines of telegraph, telephone,
or for the convenience of light, heat,
power, or electricity, placed under
ground, the board may, on the applica~
tion of such city, town or incorporated
village, require the company to thus
place its lines or wires under ground,
and abwogate the right given by thi:
section or by the special act to carry
lines on poles in such city, town or in-
corporated village, the whole on such
terms and conditions as the board may
prescribe.”

The expected happened when Senator
Ferguson raised objection to Clause
197, regarding drainage. He said he
could not see the justice of allowinz

HALL THE CLAUSE FOR THE BQUIP-

The Senate was far from uhanimous In
regard to this clause.

To Save Human Lives,

Senator Ellis sald the whole evidence of
workmen was in favor of this, and they
were the men who suffered. It was all
very well for the Rallway Company to
say what they wanted. One gentleman
who examined 400 men found only two in
favor of end-ladders,

Senator Scott urged that if it would
save human life the slight cost should not
be considered.

Senator Watson thought it would be a
mistake to legislate on the point, and
wonld leave it to the board.

Senator MeSweeney held that the men
were bhetter judges of what they wanted
than were the Senators.

Senator Drummond did not conslder the
cost for a moment, but thought the bhest
policy was to leave the matter in the hands
of the board, with Instructions to secure
the best devices poskible.

The amendment was lost, and the clause
enforcing both sfde and end-ladderg was
adopted,

Clause 238, requiring rallway companies
to keep their right of way free and clear
of all Inflammable matter, was amended
to limit the companies’ responsibility to
keep the right of way clear of dead grass,
weeds and other unnecessary and combus-
tible matter.

An amendment to the clause governing
pceses provides for the issulng of passes

‘to nurvg other persons as the board may
approve or permit.'’

n important amendment was made to

SINKS 1L DIFFERENGES
SUPPORTS G.1.P. BiLL

Hostility of Mr. Blair's Personal
Organ Ceased With Vote in
the House.

8t. John, N.B., Sept, 2.—(8pecial.)—The
Telegraph, the personal organ of Hon, A.
G. Blair, which has strongly opposed the
Grand Trunk Pacific project, to-day comes
out for the measure, After referring to
the vote om the bill in the comwons last
night, it says : “I'rom this time forward
the Grand Trunk Pacific plon must be re-
garded not as a proposal, but as a fact,
concerning which further argument is use-
less. The clear and unquestioned duty of

the Iiberal party nereafter will be to apply
itself with wisdom and diligence to the

work of making the Grand Trunk Pacifie
a mighty agent for the progress and pros-
perity of Canada. To that high end all

differences of opinion as to the details of
the government's policy should now be sub-
Jugated.”’

The Telegraph expresses its conviction
“that the government [s determined to
guard as« earefully as posgible the interests
of St. John,” and believes ‘‘the engineers,
most of whose work is yet to be done, will
of necessity alter the scheme in gome mea-
sure to Its betterment.”” The article con-
tinues : ““While The Telegraph holds, and
will held, itself free to criticize any publie
poliey swhich does not square with jts judg-
ment, its hostility to the Grand Trunk
Pacific censed with the vote which placed
that plan In its main features beyond the
pale of useful opposition, and imposed upon
all Liberals the duty of united and loyal
aetion in seeking to make the new trans-
continental a mighty contributor to the
progress nand prosperity of that greater
Canada which commands the full alleglance
of all good Canadians.”
