The cannonading was
distinetly heard from 7 until 11 o’clock,
and it is now confidently believed that
a division of Japanese torpedo boats
attacked some of the ships in Rojest-
vensky's squadron.

The French torpedo boat destroyer
Victorieuse, from Touron Bay, brings
news that the gunfire was plainly heard
there between 8 and 10 o'clock in the|
evening- The torpedo boat Mars, un-
der orders from the French vice-admi-
ral, went northward in the hope of ob-
taining news about the fight. She re-
turned having failed to see any war-
ships, which justifies the opinion held
by the naval officers here that a run-
ning sea fight, if any, took place, The
Russian squadron evidently is not
bound direct for Formosa, as it ig tak-
ing almost a direct northerly route.

A small Russian cruiser, five colliers
and three supply ships still remain %
Kamranh harbor. The cruiser’'s ma-
chinery is out of order and it is doubt-
ful whether she will be of much value
for the remainder of the war. This|
ship is the Svietlana, of about 4000
tons and carrieg five six-inch guns,

Three Licenses Cut Off

Commissioners Announce
Policy of Vigorous Cempul-
sion—License Reduction
Rests With City Councll,

The new board of license commis-
sicners for the city Held a session yes-
terday to pass upon. the applications
for tavern and shop licenses for the
yvear, beginning May 53 W, Tis
velle presided, and after hearing de-
putations representing both interests,
the commissioners issued a statement
of their policy announcing the cutting
off of three licenses and the granting
of a number of permits for three
months. to enable the hotelkeepers to
comply with the requirements of the
lawt or to transfer their business to
persons suitable to the board.

The chairman and his colleagues de-
clined to furnish last night the names
of the unfortunate licensees, and Chief
Inspector Hastings stated that the
board had decided to withhold definite
information until the Mst was again
gone over. However, thesé hotels to
which licenses will not be granted are®
understood to be:

Victoria Hotel, George J. Taylor, pro-
prietory, 11 Caer Howell, corner Wil-
liam-street.

Dufferin  Hotel,. Angus Kerr, pro-
prietor, 1130 West Bloor-street, corner
Dufferin.

Hiotel,
Church-street,
prietor.

The commissioners were waited
upon by deputations representing both
the temperance and the liquor inter-
ests. The temperance delegation was
composed of about 40 residents of the
district north of Bloor-street, and
spoke in favor of cutting off five
licenses in that section of the city,
held by the three hotels on Bloor-
street at the corners of Brunswick,
Bathurst and Dufferin-streets, one on
Davenport-road and one at the corner
of College and Dundas-streets. They
presented largely signed petitions from
the resident electors in favor of the
removal,. and Rev. Dr. Wallace of
Bloor-street, Rev. Dr. Lewery, L. C.
Peake, Thomas Keough and Rev. Alex.
McGillivray each directed his attention
to one of these hotels. They were fol-
lowed by J. A. Paterson, K.C., and
Rev. Dr. Chown{ who spoke on the
general question.. Dr. Chown said that
the government had announced a cer-
