Cream 
sugar and shortening, add eggs, well 
beaten, ginger and molasses; dissolve 
soda in very little hot water and add 
to molasses. Stir In as much flour as 
you 1 well can with a spoon; let 
stand two hours. Then take up in the 
hand a piece to make round hall of 
desired size, slightly flatten and dip 
one side in granulated sugar; lay on 
pan with sugared side up and bake 
in moderate oven. These scorch easily 
as they contain molasses.
