The
sounds led -him to a neighbor’s pig, and
there he wis faced by a very large and
savage widcat which, furious at being
robbed of its meal from the fat sides
of the pig, charged the operator in no
uncertain way. The operator, having
no means of defence, wisely beat a hasty
retreat and the wisdom of his-action was
proven by the fact that the wildcat’fol-
lowed him to the station door.
