least, “absolutely doubtful.”

She came by it, in the first place through 
the late Count Pius of Chamare ; head of 

of the oldest and finest houses of the 
German and also of the Austrian aristocra­
cies whose vast estates are situated in 
both ^ilesia and Bohemia.

Count Pius, while driving his motor car 
at topmost speed in the neighborhood of 
Ulm, being bound for Vienna, managed to 
ditch it, with the result that he himself 
sustained mortal injuries, while Wanda 
Blaustein, his traveling companion, escap­
ed wholly unhurt.

Count Pius was hurried to the nearest 
hospital, where he lay in a semi-comatose 
condition and being made to understand 
that his end was near, he vaguely express­
ed a wish to make his peace with the 
Catholic church, in order not to die un- 
shriven, and he was induced to marry the 
Blaustein woman. He died twenty-four 
hours later. Moreover, with a view of pre­
venting her from leading the life she had 
led before, he scrawled a few words be­
queathing to her all his large unentailed 
fortune.

The count’s brothers and next-of-kin im­
mediately began legal proceedings to break 
this ante-mortem disposition, and on the 
strength of the evidence given by the at­
tending physicians and nurses, backed up 
by the most eminent specialists of Vien­
na, the court, after three years of litiga­
tion, decided against the woman, basing 
their verdict upon the injuries to the 
count's head at the time of the accident. 
The mafriage was also held illegal, for can­
onical and technical reasons. So the Blau­
stein woman lost not only her large wid­
ow’s portion from the entailed estates, but 
the whole of the count’s personal fortune, 
as also the right to bear the illustrious 
name of Countess of Chamere, by which 
she insisted on being called during the 
three years of legal warfare. Since then 
she has married a second time, and been 
divorced.
