_ state to conduct it as they could. I have been heretofore often unjustly accused
of ambition. Low, grovelling souls, who arp utterly incapable of elevating them-
selves to the higher and mobler duties of pure patriotism—beings who, forever
keeping their own, selfish aims in view, deeide all public measures by their pre-
sumed influence on their aggrandizement—judge me by the venal rule which they
prescribe for ‘themselves. T have given to the winds those false accusations as I
consign that which now impeaches my motives, I have no desire for office, not
even the highest. The most exalted is but a prison, yn which the incarcerated in-
cumbent daily receives his ¢old, heartless visitants, marks his weary hours, and is
cut off from the practical enjoyment of all the blessings of genuine freedom. I
am no candidate for any office in the gift of the people of these states, united or
separated; I mever wish, never expect to be. Pass the bill, tranquilize the coun-
try, restore, confidence and affection in the union, and I am willing to go home to
Ashland and repounce public service forever. I should there find, in its groves,
under its shades, on its lawns, amidst my flocks and herds, in the bosom of my
family, sincerity and truth, attachment and fidelity and gratitude, which I have
not always found in the walks of public life. Yes, I have ambition; but it is the
ambition of being the humble instrument in the hands of Providence, to reconcile
a divided people; once more to revive concord and harmony in a distracted land
—the pleasing ambition of contemplating the glorious spectacle of a free, united,
prosperous and fraternal people.
