TEACHERS’ EXAMINATIONS.

THIRD CLASS.

Every candidate for a Third Class Certificate must pass
in the following subjects prescribed at the Intermediate Ex-
amination, yiz:

1. English Grammar.
English Laterature.
. Composition,
. Dictation
Arithmetic,

6. One of the optional subjects or groups shove pre-
scribed ; and an additional examination in the same week with
the Intermediate. in the following:

1. Mental Arithmetic.

Two of the optional subjects or groups of subjects
prescribed for the Tutermediate Examination, in addition to the
one taken by such Candidate at his Intermediate Examin ition,
provided that the groups of Algébra and Euclid, and of His-
tory and Geography, must be taken, either at the Intermediate
or additional examination.

“SECOND CLASS.

I'he subj cts for, the” Non-Professional Examination of
Second Class Candid ites will/be the same as those required to
be -tiken by Caodidates for Non-Professional Third Class
Certificates, but the questions'will be separate and distinct
and ot a higliet standard.

A female candidate may, at either of the above-mentioned
eximinations, substitute~for Algebra one of the subjects of
French, G -rman, Music or Botny, in which she his not been
examined for the Intermed ate.

LIMITS OF SUBJECTS.
