The Savings Banks of the
Dominion are intended for the savings
of the people, as distinguished from the
capitalist class, and no one individualis
allowed to have more than §1,000 on
deposit, or to deposit more than $300 in
any one year. The Maine Savings Bank
system permits wealthy men
to use the banks as places for the invest-
ment of their money,where they can get
better rates of interest than in any other
way. The Bangor Commercial discloses
the fact that there are capitalists in
Maine with deposits in the Savings Banks
to the extent of as high a sum as $50,000.
Under the law incorporating Savings
Banks in Maine a bank is not allowed to
receive from any one depositor more
than $2,000, but there are 55 Savings
Banks in the State, and capitalists claim
that under the law they have a right to
deposit $2,000 in each of them, so that
one man might have $110,000 on deposit
in the Savings Banks of Maine.
