much on that matter, for it is apparent to all. True. we sometimes find the ulea prevalent 
Catholic people, that Catholic Colleges exi.vt for the sole purpxise o’f developing
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priests. It is true they exist for that purpose. but not for that purriose alone.XThey an- 
intended to fit the aspirant to the priesthixd for the seminary, hut they are also intended 
to fit the future Catholic iayman for his career in life: to make him as confident in the mat­
ter of the Catholic faith. as in the matter of law. medicine, business, manufacturing or an/ 
other secular pursuit. Parenis now-a-days must be solicitous for the welfarc of their sor - 
whose future life will be spent. perhaps not wit’nin the sanctuary.-but certainly within t 
fold of the Catholic Church: and c - v must realize that, if a sound Cathoii ■ . . a'ion 
good for the clergy, a sound Cathoiic education is good for t’ne lairy as weil.

Among our reiigious duties is the duty of secular eff: iency. in so far as -iem- in 
secular things goes, to promote the strength and influence of the Cathoiic body. We au 
realize, that there is no Position in life from which Catholic influence should be excluded. 
The plea for Catholic efficiency is simply the plea fr - Catholic education in all its branchec 
We need the hest'possible iiigher education as well as the best possible primary education. 
Catholics will be backward socially in Proportion as they are hackward educationally.
