PARIS, Aug. 10.—A policeman at St.

Nom-la-Breteche, a small place near

“D” having been stratched out. In-
side the gnvelope was a half sheet of
note paper bearing the following mys-
terious words:

“When you are In Paris only use
what we sent you in the very last cx-
tremity and when you cannot do oth-
erwise. Keep this card on your person
as a means of establishing your ident-
ny.”’

In the waistcoat pocket were five
coins " of American currency, with a
receipt for a trunk deposited at St. lLa-
zare station on July 18 at 8 o’clock. The
trunk had apparently been sent back
to America. \

The description of the mysterious

Isaac and Thomas
Simon, they say, and the two had some
words on Saturday. It usually hap-
pens that Thomas Simonds and his
little 14 year old brother, Raymond,
leave home at 6 o’clock in the morning
8o that they can get to their work on
the water works at seven o'clock, but it
is not customary for Fred. Isaac’s to
be on the street at that time. The
principals concerned live on Brunswick
Street. It is claimed that Isaac’'s to-
day was waiting for Simonds on Erin
street, and as the latter came along
he was assaulted with a club.

John Sullivan, who also works on the
water works, went to the assauléed
man’s assistance and in a few moments

The fight was
stowped and the injured taken away to
be cared for. In the meantime a hurry
call wase sent to central police station
and Call Officer Scott, with Policeman
MceCollum and Sgt. Campbell hastened
to the scene. When they arrived there
the fight was over, but there was an
excited erowd about and they made the
arrests of those mentioned previously.

Kaiser Wilhelm to [Introduce Unique
{anovations Iato  Army
Manoeuvers.

BERLIN, Aug. 10.—Great interest at-
taches to the detailed announcement
just made regarding the military man-
euvres to take place in the province
of Posen from September 16 to Sep-
tember 21, which the Kaiser will at-
tend. The maneuvres will be unique,
inasmuch as many modern improve-
ments and recent innovations in the
technique of waging war will be sub-
jected to an exhaustive trial

According to information received
from a well-informed source, the new
military airship will take an active
part in the maneuvres, as was arrang-
ed some time ago in the event of the
success of the trial flights. Bicycle di-
visions will also play an entirely new
role, being used not only for reconnoi-
tering purposes, but also for active
offensive warfare, executing surprise
attacks on infantry and cutting com-
munications, ete. By way of experi-
ments, they will be provided with ma-
chine guns, i

Dogs will be largely employed on pa-
trol and intelligence service. Wireless
telephony will be’ extensively tested,
with the view of ascertaining its im=-
portance in warfare. Another interest-
ing instance will be the less important
role played by cavalry, owing to the
substitution of cyclists.

A conspicuous part will be played by
armor-clad towers containing revolving
cannon and quick-firing guns,

The troops will be called upon to
meet many difficulties similar to those
presented at Port Arthur. Great im-
portance will be attached to the laying
out of mine fields and the construction
of bridges by railway troops, who will
be supplemented by a company of rail-
way workers from Bavaria.

SIMLA, Aug. 12—The Indian sedl-
tionists are now developing further
mischief.

The fire alarm
was also badly shattered and for a
time was rendered useless.

FORT WILLIAM, Ont., Aug. 12—
™he culmination of two days heavy
rain ecame Saturday afternoon in
which from two in the afternoon un-
til four o’clock the nest morning, this
district was swept by the worst storm
of years. As a result of the terrible
storm one man is dead, two are in a
critical condition, the spire of the
Roman Catholic church is torn to
piecés. The large new warchouse of
the John King Company is injured
and a dwelling house on Wiley avenue
partly tnroofed. The - man is Mat
Fissala, a Finlander. In company with
two companions he was on his way
from the freight sheds about siX
o’clock Saturday night when a bolt of
lightning killed him instantly. His two
companions were thrown to the
ground, and when found were still un=-
conscious. One of them remained in
this condition for several hours.

About 12.30 on Saturday night the
storm came on again in a worse fury
than in the afternoon. Telephone and
electric lights were put out of business
at the same time, and the injury to the
telephone system is very heawvy.

WINNIPEG, Aug. 12.—This city was
the centre of a terrible electric storm
Saturday evening, but while the light=
ning was fearful \véry little damage
has been reported. Rain, however,
fell in torrents, and was accompanied
by hail. The stones were about' half
the size of hens eggs, but fortunately
were not heavy enough to make the
damage general to vegetation.

BRITISH PIGTURES
FOR AUSTRALINS GAZE

Scheme Originated in Antipodes o Have
Art Exhibition in Melbourne.

MELBOURNE, Aug. 11. — Encour«
aged by the success of some small ex=
hibitions of the work of individual ar-
tists, a scheme has been inaugurated
by which early next year there is to
be held in Melbourne a great exhibi-*
tion of British pictures. A representa-
tive committee in Victoria, which in-:
cludes al the leading public men and
merchants, and which has Miss Bors
as honorary secretary; .R. Murray
Smith as chairman, and Joshua Lake
(a local art critic) as manager, has al-
ready secured a guarantee fund of
$8,75& out of which transport and ex-

. hibiting expenses will be paid; and at

the moment of writing Mr. Lake is on
his way to London.

Under the title of “The British Art
Gallery,” three previous picture exhi-
bitions have been held in Melbourne in
conjunction with the Royal Anglo-
Australian Society of Artists in Lon-
don. The first, in 1890, was taken on
to Sydney and Adelaide; the second,
in 1892, was confined to Melbourne and
was held in the exhibition building; the
third, in 1893, was held in the Mel-
bourne National Gallery, and after=
wards in Adelaide. All three gave the
greatest satisfaction and delight to the
Australian public. There were, the
Melbourne Argus points out, over 30,-
000 visitors to each; and purchases to
the amount of about $60,000 were made
by the national galleries and by pri-
vate citizens.
