Comparatively simple though the ques
tion may appear, il is not ensy L0 answer
i foll s 10 all that such & relstion bas
been in the past, ought 1o be at the pre-
seul or msy be in ithe jutare, for the
needs of & communily may vary and the
Sabbath Sohool from time 10 time and
in different rl»« may vetd Lo scoom-
modaie isell to its surroundings. And
while oentre principles must slways re-
main, yot all the good in detail to be
sought or ali the evil 10 be shunned or
contended with through the Salbath
Bébool may not be apparentio the la-

In considering the relation of the Sab-
bath 8chool to the commuuity, it may be
atated that the Sabbath Schoo! is not, be-
fore the church or separate from the
cburch. It is not a division of the young
from the old, or of the old from the
young, but it is the development of
cburch work, an expression of philan:
throphy and christian seal. Experience
has shown that, if rightly managed, it is
& source of greater blessiog to & com-
munily than sny otber snciety ever i
troduced. The communities of this con:
vention have, many of them, experi
mented with other societies, secret snd
non-secret, which, though baving fine
rituals and heavenly mottos, have not
proved tobe a very groat benefit to the
community in things tem poral, moral or
religious. Nor does it yet ap pear whether
or not, after the lapse of half a centary,
the socielies of Christian Endeavor and
Young People's Unions, eto., where the
youth are separated from those of riper

years, will be found to be the best and
most practioal thing.

If in sny commonity he does
oot find this condition of things in »
degree, it Is ovidont that the Babs
bath School bas not there long existed,
oralse bine been unfuithiol to 1te trusts,
or that the inbabitants have changed
For if we compare those places where
falthiul Sabbath Sehool work hss been
petformed, with those communities
where no such work under that or otber
names has been done, the resalt will al-
wavs be that kpowledge is in contrmst
with ignorapee, clesnliness and seif
respoot with sonal negleot, courtesy
-mr.:iwmny s:h rudeness, and virtue
with vice.  And more than all a knowl
edge of the duty of men toward tlod and
sach other is disseminated in the com-
munity ; sod by the very close relations
of teachers to portions of the community,
they are helped and encouraged in the
practice of what ls right towards God
and man
To theso ends the Sabbash Sch ool has
sought (o appropriste 10 itsell means,
whereby the beiter to secare and re-
tain such relations as have been referred
to. It has used books snd papers not
only to induce ohildren and others to
attend, but a as food for bhongry
minds; sod lhmih the qunllli of the
Sabbath School Library is often and
jusily criticized, snd constant lnwblng
and silling is a part of the price whie!

has doubtiess been & great good in bring-
ing and retaining, under the influence
of the Sabbath 8chool, many who need
tobe esught by craft and guile, as Paul
did the Corinthians. So also its music
which was largely pioneer to the sao
songs found throughout communities to-
day is another means which it bas used,
ns well asiis festivals, Coristmas trees,
eto., which all play a part in bringing
the community together from time to
time ‘with cheerful hearts :and kindly
feelings toward each other. But the great
means at the command of Sabbath
School is the power of love, which as one
has said, is the greatest thing in the
world. And it has been by men and wo-
men whose hearts have been moved by
this power that these relations have been
sustained. For while some may from
honor or novelty engage in the work,
they do not abide; but-when pleasure or
ease have to be sacrifived they know
how to uxcuse themselves. But others,
seeing the need and the opponunh?,
have, with glad seif-denial, continued in
the work, and unless duty bade them
work in other spheres, have gone with
their staff in hand, or while strengih
given..
