Washington. July 27.—Conditions in

He expressed the hope that the 
Irish people would not blame the 
troops too much, and concluded amid 
great cheers:

"Four-fifths of the Irish people will 
not submit any longer to be bullied 
and punished for conduct which is al­
lowed to go scot free In Ulster by an­
other section of their fellow country­
men.”

Augustine Blrrell, chief secretary 
for Ireland, blamed Deputy Qommiss- 
loner Harrell sharply for his “aston­
ishing lack of discretion.” Harrell 
had assumed the whole responsibility, 
but the chief secretary put the quest­
ion up to Commissioner Ross as to 
whether he associated himself with 
what had been done, and declared that 
if he did he would be suspended also. 
(Nationalist cheers.)

Andrew Bonar Law, leader of the

opposition, declared that the govern­
ment's policy was responsible for the 
tragedy. The government should have 
enforced the law In Ulster from the 
outset, or If It doubted Its authority to 
do so, It should have gone to the peo­
ple for authority.

The prime minister defended the 
government's impartiality in attempt­
ing to prevent the importation of 
arms. Since the proclamation had 
been issued, he said, the number of 
arms imported Into Ireland had been 
Infinitely small. Harrell’s action in 
summoning the militia after arms had 
been landed was an entirely new de­
parture. He concluded:

“The difficulties In Ireland are due 
to the attempts In this house to gov­
ern a people they cannot understand 
by a parliament imperfectly equipped 
for the task."

The first effect of the Dublin trag­
edy has been to smash Premier As­
quith’s plans for taking up the amend­
ing bill tomorrow. The premier an­
nounced today that the matter had 
been Indefinitely postponed. The Irish 
members are so exasperated over the 
killing of four persons and the wound­
ing of many others In the clash yes­
terday between the regular troops and 
the Nationalists, that they are in no 
frame of mind to grant any concess­
ions to Ulster. The Laboritee and 
many Liberals support them.

Police Commissioner Who Ordered 
Out Troops Suspended

The government announced In the 
House of Commons today that Deputy 
Police Commissioner Harrell, who or­
dered out the troops, had been sus­
pended and that his superior, Com­
missioner Sir John Ross, who express­
ed a desire to share the responsibili­
ty, has resigned his office.

A special inquiry will be held, prob­
ably by judicial commission. In the 
meantime the demand for the removal 
of the Scottish Borderers from Dublin 
teg not been granted, largely because 

r$n attempt to march- them out would 
■■I be the signal for attacks by the mobs.

They will remain prisoners In bar­
racks until the anger of the people has 
cooled.

The Nationalist members of parlia­
ment held a meeting this afternoon 
and showed more animosity against 
the castle than the government. They 
consider Vice-Roy Aberdeen’s official 
family prejudiced against the Nation­
alists. A heated discussion was start­
ed in the House of Commons by John 
Redmond, the Nationalist leader, who 
demanded an impartial enquiry into 
the conduct of the troops and their 
punishment, if the shooting was not 
justified. He demanded also that the 
regiment should be removed from Ire­
land, that the proclamation against 
the importation of arms into Ireland 
should be withdrawn because it con­
stituted a serious danger, and that the 
law be administered Impartially.

He called for the suspension of Sir 
John Ross, the police commissioner of 
Dublin, and said:

“We had an experience of him In 
the Larkin riots. He is unfit to hold 
his office. He is a well known politi­
cal partleiui."
